Much attention has been paid to
stories of country life, and the aim
has always been to make the hour
interesting as well as instructive.

Last Thursday the crack of the
bat sounded merrily on Percy Field.
Cornell got fourteen hits off Gray
and with the aid of Oberlin's errors

scored fourteen runs. Gray is the
quarterback who scored a touch-
down against Cornell last fall and
who was mainly responsible for
Oberlin's basketball victory here
last winter. As a pitcher against
Cornell, hitting as the team was
last week, he was not so successful.

Freshman Athletes Defeat Perm Rivals.
By a score of 59 to 58 the Cornell

freshman track team defeated the
Penn freshmen on Percy Field last
Saturday. The result of the meet
was in doubt until the last event,
the pole vaults was concluded.
Some of the performances were re-
markably good. Penn won first
place in the sprints, the hurdles,
the quarter-mile, the high and broad
jumps and the pole vault. Cornell's
youngsters took first and second in
the half-mile run; first, second and
third in the mile first and second in
the two-mile, first and second in the
shot put and first and third in the
hammer throw, besides picking up
some points in all the other events.

E. L. Mercer of Penn won first
place in the low hurdles, the broad
jump and the pole vault, scoring 15
of his team's points. J. E. Whinery
of Cornell was second in the broad
jump with a mark of 21 feet, only
four inches behind Mercer. J.
Thomas, jr., of Cornell, was second
in the pole vault at 11 feet, and it
was his three points that secured the
victory for his team. Mercer's
vault was 7% inches higher.

J. P. Jones of Cornell won the
half-mile run in 1:59 1-5, better
time than was made by Levering,
the winner of that event in the re-
cent Penn-Cornell 'varsity meet.
W. H. Chapman of Cornell took
second place by inches after a
plucky struggle with Waters of
Penn. Jones had the mile run won
also, but he let his teammates, J. H.
Brodt and W. B. Ball, finish first
and second so that they might win
their numerals. Jones had already
won his. C. A. Major and L. Finch
of Cornell led all the way in the
two-mile.

J. D. Brown of Penn won both
sprints in 10 1-5 and 22 1-5 seconds
respectively, but Cornell men took
all the other points.

H. G. Kanzler of Cornell won
the shot put with a mark of 89 feet,
βy2 inches, and A. E. Bannister of
Cornell threw the hammer 137 feet,
7 inches^ taking first place. The
winning mark in the high jump was
5 feet, 8 inches, made by JR. O.
Shrigley of Penn. Another Penn
man was second and L. H. Gerow
of Cornell was third with 5 feet, 5
inches.

Lacrosse.
In a hard fought game the Vars-

ity lacrosse team was defeated by
Harvard at Cambridge last Friday
by a score of 7 to 4. The game was
won by endurance. At the end of
the second half the score was a tie
at 4 to 4, and an extra period of
fifteen minutes was played in which
Harvard shot three goals.

At Hoboken on Saturday the
team defeated the Stevens Institute
twelve by a score of 4 to 1. Cor-
nell's defence was so strong that
Stevens had few shots at goal.

The loss of the Harvard game is
a severe disappointment to the team,
as the championship virtually de-
pended on that contest. In the
extra period the hard checking of
the heavy Harvard defence began to
tell on the Cornell players, and some
of them were not equal to keeping
up the hard play, and Harvard made
the most of the advantage. Wal-
bridge scored three of Cornell's
goals and Fries the fourth. Taylor
played a brilliant game at center for
Cornell.

Freshman Baseball.
After the track meet on Saturday

the freshman nine won its seventh
consecutive victory by defeating the
Dartmouth freshmen.

OBITUARY.

GEORGE F. DANFORTH '90.

The Rev. George Flavel Dan-
forth, a graduate of Cornell Uni-
versity of the class of 1890, died in
St. Luke's Hospital, Chicago, on
May 3, after undergoing an opera-
tion. He was pastor of St. Mary's
Episcopal Church in Park Ridge, a
suburb of Chicago.

A widow and two sons sur-
vive him.

New "Rushing" Rules Proposed.

Frequent meetings are being held
by the fraternity delegates who are
drawing up new rules to govern the
"rushing" of freshmen. C. H. Cull,
of Phi Sigma Kappa, has been elect-
ed chairman, and H. B. Bole, of
Alpha Delta Phi, secretary for next
year.

"A list of freshmen with their ad-
dresses shall be posted in Morrill
Hall immediately after the close of
freshman registration, or, if it
seems preferable to the rushing com
inittee, a list shall be given to each
fraternity subscribing to this rush-
ing system."
