This book does not contain any statement of the requirements for

admission to study in the University. That information can be

found in the General Circular of Information, which the Secretary of

the University will send free upon request.

Neither does this book contain a list of the courses of instruction

that are offered by the several colleges and schools of the University,
or a statement of the requirements forgraduation. TheUniversity
publishes an announcement, separately, of the Graduate School and

of each of the Colleges, describing in detail the courses that they re

spectively offer to students and relating the requirements for degrees.

There are similar Announcements of the Summer Session and of the

Winter Courses in the College of Agriculture. The Secretary of the

University will send any of the Announcements free upon request.

A prospective student should obtain both the General Circular

of Information and the Announcement of that College which he

intends to enter.
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THE SUMMER SESSION OF 1 92 5

The Summer Session of 1925 began on Monday, July 6, and

ended on Friday, August 14; the Summer School of Agriculture and
the Summer School of Biology were coincident with it. The Summer

Session of the College of law began on Monday, June 22, and ends

on Friday, September 4, being divided into two terms of five and one-

half weeks each.
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CORNELL UNIVERSITY

FOUNDATION AND ENDOWMENT

Cornell University was incorporated by the Legislature of the

State of New York on April 27, 1865, and was opened on October 7,
1868. The existence of the University is due to the combined wisdom
and bounty of the United States, the State of New York, and Ezra

Cornell.

By an act of Congress, approved July 2, 1862, provision was made

for a grant to the several States of public lands, thirty thousand acres

for each Senator and Representative in Congress, from the sale of

which there was to be established a perpetual fund "the interest of

which shall be inviolably appropriated, by each Statewhichmay take
and claim the benefit of this act, to the endowment, support and

maintenance of at least one Collegewhere the leading object shall be,
without excluding other scientific and classical studies, and including
military tactics, to teach such branches of learning as are related to

agriculture and the mechanic arts, in such manner as the legislatures

of the States may respectively prescribe, in order to promote the

liberal and practical education of the industrial classes in the several

pursuits and professions in
life."

The States that had within their borders a sufficient extent of

public lands "subject to sale at private
entry"

at not more than

$1.25 an acre were to be permitted to locate their shares of the grant

upon those lands. Other States might not locate their shares, but

were to receive instead the due amounts of scrip, which they were to

sell, devoting the proceeds to the purposes of the Act. Purchasers of

the scrip were to have the right of locating on any of the unappropri

ated lands of the United States "subject to sale at private entry at

$1.25 an acre or
less,"

except that not more than one million acres

might be selected in any one State and that no mineral lands what

ever might be selected.

The share of the State of New York was 990,000 acres. The

scrip was delivered to the Comptroller of the State, who was author

ized, by an act of the Legislature passed May 5, 1863, to receive it

and, with the approval of other State officers, to dispose of the

whole or any portion of it. He sold 8,000 acres at 83 cents and 68,-

000 acres at 85 cents, receiving $64,440. He sold little because other

States were offering their scrip at lower prices.

Meanwhile Ezra Cornell was meditating a project which he came

to formulate in the words "I would found an institution where any

person can find instruction in any
study."

In a union of his own re

sources with the proceeds of the land grant he saw a way to the real

ization of his purpose. Such a union was effected by an act of the

Legislature passed April 27, 1865, establishing Cornell University

and appropriating to it the income of New York's share of the land-

grant fund. The founder's broad conception of a university was

reconciledwith the narrower purpose of theAct of Congress bymeans

of a provision in the charter that, besides such branches of learning
as are related to agriculture and the mechanic arts, "such other

branches of science and knowledge may be embraced in the plan of

instruction and investigation pertaining to the university as the

trustees may deem useful and
proper."

In the same liberal spirit it

was provided in regard to the board of trustees that "at no time shall

a majority of the board be of one religious sect or of no religious sect
;"

in regard to professors and other officers, that "persons of every reli

gious denomination or of no religious denomination shall be equally

eligible to all offices and
appointments;"

and in regard to students,

that the University should admit them "at the lowest rates of ex

pense consistent with its welfare and
efficiency,"

andmore particular

ly that it should "receive students to the number of one each year

from each assembly district in this State. . .free of any tuition

fee. . .in consideration of their superior ability and as a reward for

superior scholarship in the academies and public schools of this
State."

Ezra Cornell's direct gifts to the University were five hundred

thousand dollars, two hundred acres of land with useful buildings,
and several smaller gifts for special purposes. His largest benefac

tion came in the form of profits eventually made by the University
on land scrip that he purchased from the State. The State Comp
troller had sold no more than 76,000 acres in the autumn of 1865,

when Mr. Cornell bought 100,000 acres for $50,000 on condition that

all the profits accruing from the sale of the land should be paid to

Cornell University. That purchase was but the beginning of Mr.

Cornell's great operation in land for the University's benefit. In

April of 1866 the Legislature passed "an act to authorize and facilitate

the early disposition by the Comptroller of the lands or land scrip
donated to this State by the United

States."

The Comptroller was

authorized to sell scrip at not less than 30 cents an acre to the trustees

of Cornell University, or, if they did not purchase, to anybody who

would give proper security that thewhole net profits from the sale of

the landswould be paid to Cornell University. The trusteeswere not

able to make the purchase. Mr. Cornell agreed to take the scrip at

30 cents an acre, or 60 cents an acre, the market value, if he realized

so much as that in the sale of the land. He made the following stip
ulation in a letter to the Comptroller: "I shallmost cheerfully accept

your views so far as to consent to place the entire profits to be derived

from the sale of the lands to be located with the college land scrip in

the treasury of the State, if the State will receive the money as a

separate fund from that which may be derived from the sale of the

scrip, and will keep it permanently invested, and appropriate the

proceeds from the income thereof annually to the Cornell University,
subject to the direction of the trustees thereof for the general purposes
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of said institution, and not hold it subject to the restrictions which
the Act of Congress places upon the funds derived from the sale of

college land scrip, or as a donation from theGovernment of theUnited

States, but as a donation from Ezra Cornell to the Cornell Univer
sity."

^

The State made an agreement with Mr. Cornell on August 4,
1866, in which his stipulation was accepted. The sixth paragraph

of the agreement distinguishes clearly between the College Land
Scrip Fund, the receipts from the State's sale of the scrip, and the

Cornell Endowment Fund, which was to be constituted of the pro
fits made by Mr. Cornell from selling the lands and of his other gifts
to the University.

Mr. Cornell purchased scrip representing 913,920 acres. He sold

scrip for 381,920 acres at prices ranging from 85 cents to $1 an acre,

receiving therefor $3 5 7 , 748.6 1 . With the remaining scrip for 53 2 ,000
acres he located about 511,000 acres, mostly in Wisconsin. Of the

land thus located he sold about 111,000 acres for $470,364.88. He

held the remainder till October, 1874, when a new agreement was

made, with the consent of the proper State officers, under which Cor

nell University was "to take the place and assume the duties and

obligations of Ezra Cornell, in his contracts with the State ofNovem

ber, 1865, and August, 1866, accepting from him a conveyance of his

entire interest, and of all his rights under such contracts, and of all

the lands located by him with college scrip, and paying at once in

cash to the Comptroller the full amount of Cornell's bonds to the

State, principal and interest, and henceforward assuming the burden
of the care, management, and sale of such

lands."

The University
thus took the place of Ezra Cornell in his contract with the State;
but the Legislature by an act passed May 18, 1880, directed the

Comptroller, upon the request of Cornell University, to transfer to

the University "all money, security, stocks, bonds and contracts

constituting a part of or relating to the fund known as the Cornell

Endowment Fund, now held by the State for the use of said Univer
sity,"

and a short time thereafter that transfer was made. From the

lands handed over by Mr. Cornell, about 400,000 acres, the Board of
Trustees have realized a net return of about $4,000,000.

The Cornell Endowment Fund, including Mr. Cornell's direct

gift of a half million dollars, amounts to $5,381,925. The absolute

ownership by the University of that fund was, on May 19, 1890, es

tablished by a decision of the Supreme Court of the United States

affirming a similar decision of the New York Court of Appeals.

The College Land Scrip Fund amounts to $688,576.12. By
Chapter 78 of the Laws of 1895 it was turned into the treasury of the

State and a certificate of indebtedness for an interest thereupon of

five per cent per annum was issued to the University by the State.

On June 30, 1925, the University's productive funds amounted to

approximately $20,000,000. The estimated value of its lands, build

ings, and equipment was $9,000,000. Its income applicable to cur

rent expenses for the fiscal year 1924-25 was $6,186,617.84.
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GOVERNMENT AND ORGANIZATION

THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

The government of Cornell University is vested in a Board of

Trustees. The board is composed of fifteen persons coopted, ten

persons elected by the alumni of the University, and five persons

appointed by the Governor of New York, these thirty persons for

terms of five years; the President of the University, the Governor

and the Lieutenant Governor of New York, the Speaker of the

Assembly, the Commissioner of Education, the Commissioner of

Agriculture, the president of the State Agricultural Society, and the

librarian of the Cornell Library in the City of Ithaca, each of these

eight persons ex officio; the eldest male descendant of Ezra Cornell

for the term of his natural life, and a representative of the State

Grange elected annually. Subject to the charter of the University
and the laws of the State, the Board of Trustees has supreme control

over the University, every college and department thereof, its prop
erty, its conduct, and the persons engaged in its service.

COLLEGES AND OTHER DEPARTMENTS

Cornell University comprises the following colleges and depart

ments :

The Graduate School, established in 1909, having formerly
been designated the Graduate Department of the University. The

faculty of the school consists of the President of the University, who

is ex officio the presiding officer; the deans of the several faculties

of the University, the director of the Agricultural Experiment

Stations, and those professors, assistant professors and instructors

who are actively engaged in supervising thework of graduate students

as members of the special committees in charge of major and minor

subjects.

The College of Arts and Sciences, established in 1896, having

formerly been designated the Academic Department of the Univer

sity. The college comprises the President White School of History
and Political Science, the Sage School of Philosophy, a school of edu

cation, and departments of the classics, the Semitic languages and

literatures, the English language and literature, the Romance lan

guages and literatures, theGermanic languages and literatures, public

speaking, music, psychology, mathematics, chemistry, physics, and

zoology.

The College of Law, founded by the Board of Trustees in 1887.

The College of Engineering, including some departments that

were establishedwhen the Universitywas opened, and now comprising
the School of Civil Engineering, the Sibley School of Mechanical

Engineering, and the School of Electrical Engineering.

The College of Architecture, established as a department
in 187 1, and raised to the status of a college in 1896. It offers pro

fessional courses in architecture, in landscape architecture, and in the
fine arts.
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The Medical College, established in 1898 by Colonel Oliver
H. Payne and in 1913 permanently endowed by him with a gift of

four million eight hundred and fifty thousand dollars. The main

division of the college is situated at First Avenue and Twenty-eighth

Street, New York City. At the Ithaca division of the college instruc

tion is given in the first year of the four-year course leading to the
degree of Doctor ofMedicine.

The New York State Veterinary College, established in

1894, on a foundation of courses in Veterinary Science which had

been given in the University since 1868. The college is administered

by Cornell University and its work is organically connected with

that of the University.

The New York State College of Agriculture at Cornell

University, established in 1904. Courses in Agriculture and in the

sciences related to it had been given by the University from the be

ginning, a course leading to a bachelor's degree in agriculture had

been given since 1873, and the Board of Trustees had organized the

College ofAgriculture in 1896. The college is administered by Cornell

University and its work is organically connected with that of the

University.

The New York State College of Home Economics, established

by act of the Legislature in 1925; it had been a department of the

College of Agriculture.

The New York State Agricultural Experiment Station,
situated at Geneva. This station, established in 1882, was placed

under the control of the Board of Trustees of Cornell University in

1923.

the faculties: councils

The faculties of the several colleges and that of the Graduate

School are denominated The Special Faculties. Each special

faculty, except that of the Graduate School, is composed of the Presi

dent of the University, who is ex officio the presiding officer, and all

professors, assistant professors, and instructors who give instruction

to regular students in the department or departments under the

charge of that faculty or to graduate students in the corresponding

division of the Graduate School, but instructors do not have the

right to vote until after four years of service as instructors here or in an

institution of equal academic standing. Subject to the right of revi

sion by the University Faculty on all matters affecting general Uni

versity policy, it is the duty of each special faculty to determine the

entrance requirements for its own students, to prescribe and define

courses of study for them, to determine the requirements for such

degrees as are offered to students under its jurisdiction, to enact and

enforce rules for the guidance and government of its students in

their academic work, to recommend to the Trustees such candidates

for degrees as have fulfilled the requirements, and in general to exer

cise jurisdiction over all other educationalmatters in its college.
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The University Faculty consists of the President of the Uni

versity, who is ex officio the presiding officer; those professors and

assistant professors who are members of the special faculties; the
librarian and the assistant librarians in the University Library; the
Registrar, the Secretary of the University, and the Dean of Women.

The professors and assistant professors in the departments of Mili

tary Science and Tactics, Physical Education and Training, and
Hygiene and Preventive Medicine are not members of any special

faculty but aremembers of the University Faculty. It is the function

of the University Faculty to consider questions that concern more

than one of the colleges and questions of University policy, and it has

disciplinary jurisdiction over students of the University except for

unsatisfactory work, forwhich discipline is entrusted to the respective

special faculties. The Uriversity Faculty elects three delegateswho

have the right to meet with the Board of Trustees and its committee

on general administration and possess the usual powers of trustees

except the right to vote.

The administration of the affairs of the New York State College

ofAgriculture, the NewYork StateVeterinary College, the NewYork

State College of Home Economics, and the Agricultural Experiment
Stations is under the control of the State College Council, con

sisting of the President of the University, who is ex officio chairman;

the five trustees appointed by the Governor; the president of the

State Agricultural Society; the Commissioner of Agriculture; the
Commissioner of Education; the trustee elected by the State Grange;
two trustees appointed by the Board of Trustees, one of whom must

be one of the trustees elected by the alumni; the deans of the re

spective State colleges; the director of the experiment stations; and

four professors, heads of departments, two from the faculty of the

College of Agriculture and one each from the College of Home Eco

nomics and the Veterinary College, elected by the faculties of those

colleges respectively for the term of one year. The Comptroller of the

University is present at the meetings of the council and takes part in
its deliberations, and the Secretary of the Board of Trustees acts

as secretary of the council.

For the purpose of making recommendations to the Board of

Trustees in relation to the business management of the Medical Col

lege there is aMedical College Council, consisting of the President

of the University, who is ex officio chairman; three trustees elected

by the Board of Trustees; the dean of the college, and two members

of the faculty elected by the faculty.

There is a Joint Council of the Graduate School, consisting
of the President of the University, who is the chairman ; three mem

bers of the Board of Trustees appointed by the chairman of the

Board, and three members of the faculty elected by the faculty, one

of which three is the dean ex officio. The function of this council is

to serve as a medium of conference between trustees and faculty in

the consideration of questions pertaining to the Graduate School.
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The general care and supervision of the University Library are

entrusted to The Library Council, consisting of the President of

the University, who is ex officio chairman ; the Librarian, and five

elected members, one of whom is elected by the committee on general
administration of the Board of Trustees and the other four ofwhom

are elected, two by those professors and assistant professors who

give instruction in the Group of Sciences and two by those professors
and assistant professors who give instruction in the Group ofLetters.

who was for many years professor of history here. The department

of physics occupies Rockefeller Hall, the gift of John D. Rockefeller.

The department of chemistry occupies the Baker Laboratory of

Chemistry, one of George F. Baker's gifts to the University. The

departments of zoology, geology, and physical geography are housed

in McGraw Hall, which was built for the University by John Mc

Graw. The department of mathematics has the first floor of White

Hall. InMorrill Hall is the laboratory of the department of psychol
ogy. The departments of anatomy, physiology and biochemistry,
and histology and embryology occupy Stimson Hall. The depart

ment of astronomy makes use of the Fuertes Observatory.

In Goldwin Smith Hall is the Museum of Casts, containing

plaster casts illustrative of masterpieces of classical art. The col

lection was given to the University by Henry W. Sage. The statues

are, with one exception, reproductions in full size, cast in moulds

formed over the originals. Each cast was imported from the museum

where its original is preserved.

The University Library is easily accessible to the members of the

college. A reference collection consistingmainly of books likely to be

needed by undergraduate students of the humanities is kept in
Gold-

win Smith Hall. Some of the departments have special collections

and reading rooms for the greater convenience of their students.

THE COLLEGE OF LAW

Candidates for admission as students should consult the Announcement of the

College of Law, which the Secretary of the University will send free upon request.

The instruction provided for undergraduate students of the Col

lege of Law leads to the degree of Bachelor of Laws (LL.B.), the re
quirement for which is the completion of one of these two curricula:

(i) a curriculum of three years designed for college graduates or for

persons who have completed at least two years of college work; (2)
a curriculum of six years leading to the degrees of A.B. and LL.B.

In September, 1925, the College of Law will become a graduate

school. Beginning at that time, candidates for admission will be

required to present evidence of the receipt of a bachelor's degree from

an approved college or university. The arrangement will continue,

however, by which students in the College of Arts and Sciences of

Cornell University are allowed to elect in their senior year the first

year of the law course and so obtain the degrees ofA.B. and LL.B. in

six years.

The library of the college numbers more than 60,000 volumes and

about 6,000 pamphlets. It is described under the head of The Uni

versity Libraries, on page 86.

The Cornell Law Quarterly, published by the faculty and an

editorial board of students of the college, was established in 1915,

and is issued in November, January, March, andMay. The prepara

tion by students of notes on recent cases for publication in the Quar

terly affords training in legal research and in editorial work under the

supervision ofmembers of the faculty.

The Frank Irvine Lectureship, established in 19 13 by the Conk-

ling Chapter of the legal fraternity of Phi Delta Phi, in honor of
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Judge Irvine, former dean of this college, provides for one or more
lectures on legal topics each year by men of national reputation.

The college occupies Boardman Hall, which the Trustees built for
its use in 1887.

THE COLLEGE OF ENGINEERING

The College of Engineering comprises the School of Civil Engi

neering, the Sibley School ofMechanical Engineering, and the School
of Electrical Engineering. Their courses of study lead respectively

to the degrees of Civil Engineer (C.E.), Mechanical Engineer (M.E.),
and Electrical Engineer (E.E.).

Hiram Sibley of Rochester, the founder and first president of the

Western Union Telegraph Company and a trustee of Cornell Uni

versity from 1865 until his death in 1888, established the foundations

of the University's department of mechanical engineering. In 1871

he erected a building to house what was then called the college of

mechanic arts, equipped it, and endowed the Sibley Professorship
of Mechanic Arts. During the years from 1870 to 1887, Mr. Sibley
gave generously for the building and equipment of lecture halls,

shops, and laboratories. His benefactions have been continued on

an equally large scale by his son, Mr. HiramW. Sibley.

The main building of the School of Civil Engineering is Lincoln

Hall, and that of the School of Electrical Engineering is Franklin Hall.

The Sibley School of Mechanical Engineering occupies, besides the

Sibley buildings, several structures used for laboratories and shops.

One of these is Rand Hall, the gift of Mrs. Florence Rand Lang.

Other buildings belonging to the college are the Fuertes Observatory
and an extensive Hydraulic Laboratory.

For convenience of reference, the University Library maintains a

selected collection of books in each of the three engineering schools,

under the supervision of the authorities of the school. They contain

the standard reference and text books and the current files of the

important engineering periodicals. In the School of Civil Engineer-
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ing is the Kuichling Memorial Library, about fifteen hundred books

and pamphlets on hydraulic and municipal engineering, formerly the
professional library of Emil Kuichling of Rochester, and given to the
school by his widow with an endowment of one thousand dollars. In

the School of Electrical Engineering is the Alexander Gray Memorial

Library, which was gathered by Professor Gray and after his death
was bought and given to the school by the McGraw Hill Book Com

pany.

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THE COLLEGE OF ARCHITECTURE

The College of Architecture is a professional school, designed to
prepare students for taking up ultimately the independent practice
of a profession. It offers courses leading to the degree of Bachelor of
Architecture (B.Arch.), or that of Bachelor of Landscape Architec
ture (B

.L.A.) , or that of Bachelor of Fine Arts (B
.F.A.)

. The first of
these courses is planned for the student who intends to practice archi

tecture; it may be taken as a preparation for engaging in the manu
facture of building materials or in the business of construction. The
second is designed for the student who intends to practice landscape
architecture. The third is adapted to the needs of the artist or pros

pective practitioner of any of the decorative arts. The course of

study leading to any of the three degrees requires, normally, five

years of work.

The college occupies the third and fourth floors and a portion of

the basement ofWhite Hall, and the top floor and a part of the second
floor of Franklin Hall. The college offices, the college library, and
the lecture and exhibition rooms occupy the third floor ofWhite Hall,
and the entire fourth floor of that hall is given to a suite of three

drafting rooms which open together so as to form virtually a single

room measuring 45 by 156 feet. On the top floor of Franklin are

studios devoted to the work in freehand drawing, painting and

modeling.

Besides the use of various collections in the University Library,
the college has inWhite Hall a large collection of books, photographs,
and drawings, and about twenty-four thousand lantern slides of

which constant use is made for the illustration of lectures upon his

tory, theory, and construction.

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THE MEDICAL COLLEGE

The main division of the Medical College is situated at First Ave
nue and Twenty-eighth Street, New York City. The work of the

first year of the four-year course leading to the degree of Doctor of
Medicine (M.D.) is duplicated in the University at Ithaca, where a
distinct Faculty ofMedicine is organized. Any studentmay take the
first year either in New York City or at Ithaca. All students take

the last three years of the course in New York City only.
The main college building comprises a medical school and dis

pensary, with principal entrance on First Avenue, opposite Bellevue

Hospital, and occupies the entire block between Twenty-seventh and
Twenty-eighth Streets on First Avenue. The building is devoted

to the departments of anatomy, clinical pathology, chemistry, pathol

ogy, bacteriology, physiology, and medicine, and their laboratory
equipment. It was erected for the college in 1898 by Colonel Oliver

H. Payne, who subsequently gave the college an ample permanent

endowment.

The Loomis Laboratory, founded in 1886 by the same munificent
hand, serves the purpose of undergraduate instruction, in connection
with the laboratories in the college building. It has also been or

ganized as a research laboratory, and special departments have been

established in bacteriology, physiological chemistry, experimental

medicine, and pharmacology.

The Cornell University Medical College Clinic, situated in the

main college building, is equipped for purposes of instruction. The

attendance in the clinic has averaged about 335 patients daily and it
has had about eighteen thousand new patients a year. The organiza

tion is such as to bring the clinic into close relationwith the laboratory
and research agencies of the college. The department of roentgenol

ogy and the laboratory of clinical pathology are connected directly
with the clinic.

The New York Hospital has assigned its pathological service

and one-half of its medical and surgical services to the college for the

advancement of the college's teaching and research; this arrangement

was established in 19 13 bymeans of the gift to the hospital of a gener
ous fund by Mr. George F. Baker, a governor of the hospital. Under

this arrangement the University nominates the visiting staff of its

division and the laboratory staff and obtains the admission of its

students to the wards as clinical clerks.

The Bellevue Hospital, directly opposite the main college building,
has twelve hundred beds and receives twenty-four thousand patients

annually. The hospital has been organized in four divisions, one of
which has been placed by the trustees of the hospital at the disposal
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of the faculty of the Cornell University Medical College for medical
instruction. The services thus intrusted to the college include, con

tinuously, ninety medical beds, ninety surgical beds, sixty beds de
voted to urology, and a neurological service, and for one-half of the

year fifty-four obstetrical beds, together with equal privileges with

the other three divisions in a continuous opportunity for instruction

and research in the wards devoted to the treatment of alcoholic

diseases, tuberculosis, and the psychopathic diseases. There are also

sixty beds for instruction in gynecology by members of the staff as

signed for this duty by the college.
The Memorial Hospital became affiliated with the Cornell Uni

versity Medical College in 1914 through the generosity of the late

Dr. James Douglas, who provided for the hospital an endowment for
the study and treatment of cancer and allied diseases on condition

that the hospital devote itself wholly to that work. Under the condi

tions of this union the college has the responsibility for the medical

and surgical work of the hospital.

The medical direction of the John E. Berwind Maternity Clinic

is under the control of the Cornell University Medical College, which

nominates the resident and house staffs. Cornell students are assigned

to the clinic for practical instruction under the direction of the Pro

fessor of Obstetrics and Gynecology.

The Russell Sage Institute of Pathology has been affiliated with

the Second Medical (Cornell) Division of Bellevue Hospital since

1913. Endowed by Mrs. Russell Sage in 1907, it has provided funds

for research in pathology and medicine.

By courtesy of the trustees of the New York Nursery and Child's

Hospital, Cornell students are there instructed in pediatrics. The

members of the teaching staff have official connection with the

hospital.

By courtesy of the Neurological Institute, section work in nervous

diseases is offered to third-and fourth-year students in thewards and

out-patient department of this hospital.

The Professor of Psychiatry is Director of the Psychiatric In

stitute, Ward's Island, which is the teaching and research center for

the entire New York State Hospital system. The lecture rooms,

pathological material, and clinical facilities of the Institute are avail

able for the teaching of medical students.

At the Manhattan State Hospital, Ward's Island, for the care

and treatment of mental diseases, where more than five thousand

patients are accommodated, the Professor of Psychiatry is enabled,

by courtesy of the Superintendent, to utilize this clinical material

for the instruction of students.

Members of the faculty hold appointments in other hospitals and

dispensaries of the city and are thus enabled to utilize for teaching

purposes a quantity and variety of clinical material. This is used

from time to time as necessity or opportunity arises. Themajor part

of the bedside and clinical instruction is, however, purposely conduct

ed in Bellevue Hospital and New York Hospital.
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The Faculty of Medicine at Ithaca occupies Stimson Hall, a

modern and thoroughly equipped laboratory building erected in 1902.

It was made possible by the generosity of Dean Sage of Albany and
at his request was named Stimson Hall in recognition of the services

rendered by Dr. Lewis A. Stimson toward the establishment of the

Medical College.

The library of the Medical College in New York City contains

about fifteen thousand volumes and a large number of reprints and

monographs including the Birch-Hirschfeld bound collection. The

library receives about one hundred current scientific periodicals

which include nearly all the more important German, French, and

English journals in the field of medical science. In addition to their

use of the college library, students enjoy certain privileges at the li

brary of the New York Academy of Medicine, 17 West Forty-third

Street, and at the New York Public Library.

The Van Cleef Memorial Library, endowed by Mynderse Van

Cleef, Esq., inmemory of his brother, Dr. Charles Edward Van Cleef,
and housed in Stimson Hall, supplements the extensive facilities

of the University Library by a steadily growing collection of reference
works and periodicals of importance for the work of instruction and

research conducted by the Medical College at Ithaca.

The Sarah Manning Sage Research Fund of $50,000 was be

queathed to the University in 1 916 by Mrs. Sage, the widow of Dean

Sage, donor of Stimson Hall, for use in promoting the advancement

of medical science by the prosecution of research in the Medical Col

lege at Ithaca.

An important adjunct to the Department of Physiology at Ithaca

is an Experimental Field Station operating nine acres in the open

country about two miles from Stimson Hall. The station provides

ideal conditions for keeping animals under observation in feeding and

nutrition experiments, for example, during long periods of time.

THE FACULTY OF MEDICINE IN NEW YORK CITY

The Veterinary College offers a four-year course leading to the

degree of Doctor of Veterinary Medicine (D.V.M.).

Chapter 153 of the Laws of 1894 established the college and de

fined its object thus: "To control investigations as to the nature,

prevention, and cure of all diseases of animals, including such as are
communicable to man and such as cause epizootics among live stock;

to investigate the economic questions which will contribute to the

more profitable breeding, rearing, and utilization of animals; to pro

duce reliable standard preparations of toxins, antitoxins, and other

productions to be used in the diagnosis, prevention, and cure of dis

eases, and in the conducting of sanitary work by approved modern

methods; and to give instruction in the normal structure and func-
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tion of the animal body, in the pathology, prevention, and treatment

of animal diseases, and in allmatters pertaining to sanitary science as

applied to live stock and correlatively to the human
family."

The college is supported by the State and is administered by the
Board of Trustees of Cornell University through the agency of the

State College Council, a body whose composition is described

on pages 10 and 13. With respect to all academic interests the col

lege is an integral part of the University.

The Flower Library, a special collection which Roswell P. Flower

founded in 1897 with a gift of five thousand dollars and which Mrs.

Flower afterward endowed with a gift of ten thousand dollars, belongs
to the Veterinary College. This collection comprises about six thou

sand volumes and it is generously supplemented by the loan of

books and periodicals from the University Library.

The College of Agriculture offers a four-year course leading to the

degree of Bachelor of Science (B.S.). Some of the departments of

the college, as a part of their instruction, offer specialized courses of

study designed to fit students for professional or vocational careers in

special fields. Such departments are those of Forestry and Rural

Education. The professional course in Forestry requires for its

completion, besides four years of prescribedwork leading to the degree

of Bachelor of Science, a year of graduate work leading to the degree

of Master in Forestry.

Besides the instruction of students, the college's operations regu

larly include extension work among the farmers of the State and
re-
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search and experiment on a large scale. Its objects were thus defined

in theAdministration Actwhich became a law in 1906, two years after

the^State had established it as a state institution: "To improve the

agricultural methods of the State; to develop the agricultural re

sources of the State in the production of crops of all kinds, in the

rearing and breeding of live stock, in the manufacture of dairy and
other products, in determining better methods of handling and

marketing such products, and in other ways; and to increase intelli

gence and elevate the standards of living in the rural districts. For

the attainment of these objects the college is authorized to give in

struction in the sciences, arts, and practices relating thereto, in such

courses and in such manner as shall best serve the interests of the

State; to conduct extension work in disseminating agricultural

knowledge throughout the State bymeans of experiments and demon
strations on farms and gardens, investigations of the economic and

social status of agriculture, lectures, publications of bulletins and

reports, and in such other ways as may be deemed advisable in the

furtherance of the aforesaid objects; to make researches in the

physical, chemical, biological, and other problems of agriculture,

the application of such investigations to the agriculture ofNewYork.

and the publication of the results
thereof."

The college is administered by the Board of Trustees of Cornell

University through the agency of the State College Council, a body
whose composition is described on pages 10 and 13. With respect to

all academic interests the college is an integral part of the University.

Funds for the support of the college's work are derived from these

sources: first and foremost, State appropriation; secondly, Federal

appropriation, comprising (a) a share with the College of Engineering
of this University in New York's portion of the funds annually avail

able under the Morrill Act of 1890 and the Nelson Amendment of

1907 supplementing the Land Grant Act of 1862, (b) a share with the
State Experiment Station in NewYork's portion of the funds annually
available under the Hatch Act of 1887 and the Adams Act of 1906 for

the operation of experiment stations, (c) New York's portion of the

funds annually available under the Smith-Lever Act of 191 4 for

extension instruction in agriculture and home economics, and (d)
a part of New York's portion of the funds annually available under

the Smith-Hughes Act of 191 7 for the training of teachers; thirdly,
annual appropriation by Cornell University; fourthly, income from
sales and service; and, fifthly, fees paid by students.

The library facilities of the college include a collection of books

and periodicals on agriculture, animal husbandry, botany, entomol

ogy, horticulture, forestry, and other kindred subjects, contained in

the University Library and numbering about thirty thousand vol

umes ; the Agricultural College Library, separately housed, a working
and reference collection of about thirty-five thousand bound volumes

and many bulletins, reports and other pamphlets; and various de

partmental collections for laboratory and office use. Some of these
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collections, for instance the Craig horticultural library, gift of the

widow of Professor John Craig, and the library of entomology, are

of more than ordinary compass in their respective fields. All these

libraries are likewise provided with the principal periodicals relating
to agriculture and kindred subjects.

A large group of buildings has been erected by the state for the

uses of the college. Most of them are situated in the northeastern

quarter of the University campus. The total cost of the buildings

completed for the college between the years 1904 and 1924 was about

one million six hundred thousand dollars and an additional appro

priation of a half-million dollars was made in 1924.

Farms aggregating about twelve hundred acres and situated near

the campus are managed by the college. The University owns prac

tically all of this land. The farms are operated not for commercial

but for educational purposes. The State Agricultural Experiment

Station operates for experimental purposes 240 acres of land at

Geneva, a 10-acre orchard near Rochester, a 2 2 -acre vineyard at

Urbana, and a 28-acre vineyard at Fredonia, and the 1923 Legislature

provided for the lease of a tract in the Hudson rivervalley for experi

mental work with fruit. The college in 1923 acquired a 30-acre farm

near Riverhead, Long Island, and established there a laboratory of

vegetable research.

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UNIVERSITY DEPARTMENTS OF INSTRUCTION

By means of the departments of Military Science and Tactics, Physical Edu
cation and Training, and Hygiene and Preventive Medicine, the University pro
vides instruction, either required or elective, in those subjects. The University
Faculty has fixed certain requirements both in physical training and in hygiene
as a minimum to be met by all undergraduate students in the first twoyears of

the course.

All first-year and second-year students of all the colleges at Ithaca are required
to attend lectures on hygiene and preventive medicine given once a week through
out the college year. Reading is assigned and a written examination is required.

Every male student who is a candidate for a baccalaureate degree and is re
quired to take five, six, seven, eight or more terms in residencemust, in addition
to the scholastic requirements for the degree, take one, two, three, or four terms
respectively, of three hours a week, in the Department of Military Science and

Tactics. Exceptions to this rule are made in the cases of (a) students in the Col
lege of Law, (b) students holding a baccalaureate degree of an approved college,

(c) students who neither are American citizens nor have taken out their first

citizenship papers, and (d) students physically unfit. The requirements in mili

tary science and tactics must be met term by term until completed; otherwise

the student will not be permitted to register again in the University without the
consent of the University Faculty. Students who are officially relieved of the

requirement in military science and tactics are subject to the requirement of an

equivalent period of work in the Department of Physical Training. The require

ment may be extended at the discretion of the medical adviser.

Every woman student who is a candidate for a baccalaureate degree and is

required to take five, six, seven, eight, ormore terms in residencemust, in addition
to the scholastic requirements for the degree, take one, two, three, or four terms
respectively, of three hours a week, in the Department of Physical Training. The

requirements may be extended at the discretion of the medical adviser. The re

quirements in physical training must be met term by term until completed;
otherwise the student will not be permitted to register again in the University
without the consent of the University Faculty.

Freshman and sophomores may be required in exceptional cases of physical

defect to take, instead of military drill, corrective exercises in the Department of
Physical Training as prescribed by the medical adviser. Juniors and seniors are

relieved of all required physical exercises provided theirperiodicalmedical exam

inations show that they have kept themselves in satisfactory physical condition.
Otherwise they may be required to take or to continue corrective exercises.

MILITARY SCIENCE AND TACTICS

The aim of the Department of Military Science and Tactics is to give training
which will enable graduates to serve effectively as officers of any forces raised by
the United States. The students are organized in an infantry regiment of twelve
regular companies and a band; a battalion of field artillery of four batteries,
one signal corps unit, one ordnance department unit, and one veterinary unit.

This organization is the Cornell University unit of the Reserve
Officers'

Training
Corps of the United States Army. The War Department details officers of the

regular army to the University as professors ofmilitary science and tactics. The

course includes physical training, military drill, and the application of funda

mental principles of modern tactics.

A student electing military science and tactics in his junior and senior years

and taking five hours a week of practical and theoretical instruction therein

receives commutation of subsistence of thirty cents a day from the United States
Government provided he agrees to attend a summer camp for six weeks in one

summer; and he becomes eligible for a commission as second lieutenant of the
Officers'

Reserve Corps upon graduation. This elective training of the junior and
senior years is known as the advanced course of the Reserve

Officers'

Training
Corps. It is organized in the five units named above. A student planning to take
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the advanced coursemay elect, before the beginning of his sophomoreyear, which
of the five units he will enter.

Any qualified member of the Cornell University Reserve
Officers'

Training
Corps who has satisfactorily passed the first year of his university coursemay, on
the recommendation of the Commandant, and the nomination of the President of
the University, be commissioned as an officer by the University Faculty. The
University provides pay, ranging from $75 to $250 annually, for each of the
seventy-three commissioned officers of the Reserve

Officers'

Training Corps. In

addition, the twenty-six senior officers are assistants in the department.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION AND TRAINING

This department is organized for a fourfold purpose. It instructs those stu

dents who are fulfilling the requirement of physical training but are exempt from

military training; it directs the corrective physical exercises that are prescribed in

particular cases by the medical adviser; it offers a special course in physical edu
cation for those who are planning to teach; and, especially, it promotes recreative

athletic exercise throughout the year for all classes of students. The University's

aim is to encourage participation in athletics by all students rather than by a few,
for the reason that well regulated athletic exercise is found to be, for the majority
of college men, the best means of keeping in fit physical condition. The Depart

ment of Physical Training therefore endeavors to interest all students in physical

exercises, not merely those students who are trying to attain membership in a

representative athletic team. It organizes competitive games among the colleges

and among the fraternities and other bodies of students, and it employs coaches

and assistants whose duty is to supervise those games. The games include cross

country running, association football, baseball, track athletics, rowing, and basket

ball and other indoor athletics. Regular participation in any of them, or in any
such game as tennis, lacrosse, handball, or golf, or in any such form of exercise as

boxing, fencing, or wrestling, is regarded as fulfilling the requirements of the

Department of Physical Training. Suitable games are organized for the women

as well as for the men among the students.

HYGIENE AND PREVENTIVE MEDICINE

This department is organized both for the purpose of classroom instruction in

the subject of hygiene and preventive medicine and for the purpose of conserving

the health of students by means of physical examination and medical advice.

All students, including graduates, are required to present themselves to the

medical adviser and receive a thorough confidential physical examination once a

year. Students found to be physically deficient at the time of the examination

are assigned by the medical adviser to the Department of Physical Training for
such corrective exercises as the adviser may recommend. In cases of illness or
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indisposition, students are expected to report immediately either in person, by
telephone, or by messenger, to the medical adviser's office. Any student failing
to report as soon as possible to the medical adviser any contagious or infectious

disease is regarded as guilty of a serious breach of discipline. A student may at

any time be requested to withdraw from the University if, in the opinion of the

University authorities, the condition of his health is such as to make it unwise for
him to remain.

The University Libraries comprise the General Library of the

University, the Seminary Libraries in the general library building,
the Architectural Library, the Chemical Library, the Sibley Engi

neering Library, the Civil Engineering Library, the Law Library, the

Flower Veterinary Library, the Barnes Hall Library, the Gold-

win Smith Hall Library, the Van Cleef Memorial Medical Library,

and the Library of the New York State College of Agriculture. The

total number of classified volumes and pamphlets in these is now about

seven hundred and fifty thousand. The number of periodicals, trans

actions, and other serials, currently received, is over two thousand

and ofmost of these complete sets are on the shelves.

The general library building is the gift of Henry W. Sage. The

general reading rooms contain accommodations for two hundred
and

seventy readers, and the open book cases around the rooms provide

shelf room for twelve thousand volumes. In the tower are the great

bell of the University, the gift of Mrs. MaryWhite, and the chime of

bells, the gift of Mrs. Jennie McGraw Fiske.

The income of an endowment fund of three hundred thousand

dollars, given by Henry W. Sage in 189 1, is devoted to the
purchase

of books and periodicals. The free income of an endowment fund of

five hundred and three thousand dollars, received in 1906 by the be

quest of Willard Fiske, is expended for the uses and purposes of

the Library, with specific provision for the maintenance and increase

of the Icelandic and Italian collections.

Supplementing the general card catalogue of the library, there

have been issued printed catalogues of the President White collections

on the Protestant Reformation (1889) and the French Revolution

(1894), and of the Rhaeto-Romanic collection (1894), the
Dantecol-

lection (1900), and its Supplement (1921), the Icelandic collection

(19 1 4), the Petrarch collection, and the Runic collection.

The library is primarily for the use of University officers and
stu-
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dents. Books not held in reserve for special reasons are allowed to go

out for home use to all registered borrowers. Cards of admission to

the shelves in the stack-rooms, and to the White Historical Library,
will be issued to students for a limited time for purposes of consulta

tion and research, when their work is of such a nature as to require

access to the bookshelves.

Among the more important special collections in the General

Library are these, mentioned in the order of their acquisition :

The Anthon Library, of nearly seven thousand volumes, the collection made

by Professor Charles Anthon of Columbia College, in the ancient classical

languages and literatures, besides works in history and general literature.

The Bopp Library, of about twenty-five hundred volumes, relating to the oriental
languages and literatures, and comparative philology, being the collection of

Professor Franz Bopp of the University of Berlin.

The GoldwiN Smith Library, of thirty-five hundred volumes, comprising chiefly
historical works and editions of the English and ancient classics, presented to

the University in 1869 by Professor Goldwin Smith, and increased during
later years by the continued liberality of the donor.

The White Architectural Library, a collection of over twelve hundred vol

umes relating to architecture and kindred branches of science, given by President
White.

The KellyMathematical Library, comprising eighteen hundred volumes and
seven hundred tracts, presented by William Kelly of Rhinebeck.

The Sparks Library, being the library of Jared Sparks, sometime president of
Harvard University, consisting of upward of five thousand volumes and four

thousand pamphlets, relating chiefly to the history of America.

The May Collection, relating to the history of slavery and anti-slavery, the

nucleus of which was formed by the gift of the library of the Rev. Samuel J.

May of Syracuse.

The Schuyler Collection of folk-lore, Russian history and literature, presented

by Eugene Schuyler in 1884.

The President White Historical Library, of about twenty-three thousand
volumes and pamphlets, the gift of PresidentWhite, received in 1891 ; especially
rich in the primary sources of history, and containing notable collections

on the period of the Reformation, on the English and French Revolutions,
on the American Civil War, and on the history of superstition.

The Spinoza Collection, numbering four hundred and fifty volumes, presented
in 1894, by President White.

Four remarkably rich collections given by Willard Fiske, comprising the Dante

Collection, containing over eight thousand volumes, the Petrarch Collec

tion, containing about four thousand volumes, the Rhaeto-Romanic Collec

tion, containing about thirteen hundred volumes, and the Icelandic Collec

tion, containing over fifteen thousand volumes.

TheZarncke Library, containing about thirteen thousand volumes and pamph

lets, especially rich in Germanic philology and literature, purchased and pre

sented in 1893 by William H. Sage.

The Herbert H. Smith Collection of books relating to South America, pur

chased in 1896.

A valuable collection of books on French and Italian Society in the Sixteenth and
Seventeenth centuries, presented by Professor T. F. Crane in 1896.

The Flower Veterinary Library, the gift of ex-Governor Flower to Cornell

University in 1897, for the use of the State Veterinary College.

The Eisenlohr Library, containing about one thousand volumes of Egyptology
and Assyriology, purchased and presented in 1902 by A. Abraham.
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The Bayard Tayi_or correspondence and journals and his collection of Goethe
literature, presented to the Library in 1905 by Mrs. Marie Taylor.

The Anglo-Saxon Collection and the Cowper Collection, formed by the late
Professor Hiram Corson, bequeathed to the Library, and received in 191 1.

The English Collection, presented by Professor J. M. Hart in 1914.

The Collection of Japanese Literature presented to the University in iqi-s

by Dr. William Elliot Griffis.

The Guiteau Insurance Library, purchased in 1916.

The CharlesWilliam Wason Collection of books dealing with China and the
Chinese. An endowed collection of about ten thousand volumes and pamph

lets given by C. W. Wason, '76, of Cleveland, Ohio.
The James Verner Scaife Collection of U. S. CivilWar Literature given by
Mr. Scaife of the class of 1889. This gift, which was received in 1919, combines
with the President White books in the same field to form a strong collection.

The Emil Kuichling Collection of hydraulic and sanitary engineering books,
presented by Mrs. Kuichling in 1919 for the use of the engineering students.

These collections, and others such as these, making possible an

exhaustive study of certain fields, are of the greatest service in re

search work. A similar purpose is served by the seminary rooms of

the University Library. Thus, for the study of English, of the classi
cal languages, of the Germanic and Romance languages, of philos

ophy, of politics and economics, of American and European history
there have been provided in the library building six of these research
rooms, each equipped with a carefully chosen body of reference

books, to which advanced students in these fields have access. In

connection with the scientific and technical laboratories similar col

lections have been formed and well supplied with reference books,
standard works, and sets of periodicals, conveniently arranged for

study and research.

The following are the more important divisions of the University
libraries kept outside the main library :

The Goldwin Smith Hall Library, in Goldwin Smith Hall, is distinctly a reference

collection, numbering now over two thousand volumes. It consists chiefly of

books used in connection with the undergraduate work in humanities, provid

ing in certain cases many copies of the books most in demand in the larger

classes.

The Law Library occupies the third floor of Boardman Hall. It now contains

over fifty thousand volumes, and includes the library of the lateNathaniel C.

Moak, presented in 1893 byMrs. A. M. Boardman andMrs. Ellen D. Williams

as a memorial to Judge Douglas Boardman, the first Dean of the College of

Law. In reports of the Federal Courts, reports of the several American state

jurisdictions, and in English, Scotch, Irish, and Canadian reports, the library
is practically complete. The library also possesses complete sets of all the lead

ing law periodicals in English.

The Barnes Biblical Library was presented to the University by AlfredC Barnes

for the use of the Cornell University Christian Association, and occupies

rooms in Barnes Hall. The collection now numbers two thousand three

hundred volumes, all fully catalogued as part of the University Library. After

the death of the donor his children gave to the University, for themaintenance

and increase of the collection, an endowment of five thousand dollars.

The Flower Veterinary Library, now numbering over five thousand volumes,

owes its formation to Roswell P. Flower, who in 1897 gave five thousand dollars

to Cornell University to establish a library for the use of the State Veterinary
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College. In 1901, Mrs. Flower gave to the University ten thousand dollars

for an endowment fund, the annual income of which is used for this library.

The Van Cleef MemorialMedical Library, established in 1903 by gifts and by class
memorial subscriptions, and endowed in 1921, now contains over fourteen hun

dred volumes.

The Medical College inNewYork Cityhas its own library containing about seven
thousand bound volumes and a large number of reprints and monographs

including the Birch-Hirschfeld bound collection. The library receives about

one hundred current periodicals which include nearly all themore important

German, French, English, and Italian journals in the field of medical science.

The Agricultural College Library, comprising the College Library, the Forestry
Library, and the Craig Horticultural Library, consists of about thirty-seven
thousand volumes.



AUXILIARY INSTITUTIONS AND FUNDS

THE HECKSCHER RESEARCH FOUNDATION

August Heckscher of New York City in 1920 established and

endowed the Heckscher Foundation for the Promotion of Research

in Cornell University. He set forth the purpose of the Foundation

as follows in a formal letter of gift dated New York, August 5, 1920:
"This gift is to constitute a fund to be known as the Heckscher

Foundation for the Promotion of Research in Cornell University.

The income of the fund is to be used for the support at Cornell Uni

versity at Ithaca, New York, of research in any or all branches of

knowledge (including the publication of the results thereof). The

income from the said fund . . . shall be kept in a separate account,
and a separate accounting of such income shall be made from year to

year. It is my desire and expectation that such income will be used

to supplement and extend the work in research now being carried on
and supported by the University. As research in America suffers

from the exhaustion of professors by teaching and other duties, it is

my desire that professors and instructors possessing the talent and

training necessary for research shall, under such conditions and for

such periods of time as the University authorities may prescribe, be
liberated partially or wholly from those duties and enabled to devote

themselves in all the freshness and fullness of their energies to pro

ductive investigation and
scholarship."

The Board of Trustees on October 2, 1920, adopted the following
rules for the conduct of the Foundation:

The income shall be used only for the promotion of research, including the
publication of the results thereof.

For the present, the income shall not be used for permanent research profes

sorships.

The income shall not be used to increase the emoluments of any member of

the teaching staff.

The income shall not be used intentionally to promote investigation leading
to patent rights or to the pecuniary benefit of the investigators through patent

rights, or in any similar manner.
For the administration of the foundation there shall be established a council

to be known as the Heckscher Research Council. This council shall consist of

the President of the University, ex officio, as chairman; two trustees to be elected

by the Board of Trustees whose respective terms as members of the council

shall continue until the expiration of their then respective terms as trustees;

the Dean of the Graduate School, ex officio; four members of the University

Faculty, two from each of the two groups known as the group of sciences and the

group of letters as specified in Section 2 of Article XII of the University Statutes

and relating to the University Library; and two emeritus professors to be selected

by the council. The terms of the four facultymembers to be elected by the groups

of the Faculty shall, at the first election, be for one, two, three, and four years

respectively, and thereafter the term of each shall be four years. All members

of the Council shall continue to hold office until their successors are elected.

This council shall, subject to the approval of the Board of Trustees, have general
supervision of research under the Heckscher Foundation, the expenditure of the
income of the fund, and all other matters pertaining thereto. The council shall
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report its recommendations from time to time to the Board of Trustees and upon
the approval of the same the expenditure of appropriations shall follow the usual

practice of the University. The council shall call annually for requests for grants
from individual investigators, or groups of investigators, proposing to collaborate,
but not from departments of the University as such, nor from colleges. The
council shall have power to establish and from time to time modify the rules and

regulations governing its meetings and the details of appropriations. An annual
report of progress shall be made to the council by each investigator or group re

ceiving a grant. An annual report to the Board of Trustees shall be made by the
council and a copy thereof sent to the founder of the fund. A minimum of one

hundred copies of all publications of the results of the investigations shall be de
livered to the council for preservation in the University Library and distribution
under the direction of the council. A bound copy of such publications shall from
time to time be transmitted to the founder.

The members of the Heckscher Research Council in 1924-25 were

the President of the University and the Dean of the Graduate School ;
Messrs. Place and Westinghouse of the Board of Trustees; Emeritus
Professors E. L. Nichols and J. H. Comstock; and Professors J. Q.

Adams, Ernest Merritt, W. N. Barnard, and Carl Becker.

THE GOLDWIN SMITH LECTURESHIP

The Board of Trustees in 1910 assigned a part of the income from

Professor Goldwin Smith's bequest to constitute a lectureship fund.
The bequestwas made in thesewords : "All the rest and residue ofmy
estate I give, devise, and bequeath to Cornell University in the State
of New York, United States of America, absolutely to be used by the
Board of Trustees for the promotion especially of liberal studies,

Languages Ancient andModern, Literature, Philosophy, History and
Political Science, for which provision has been made in the new Hall

which bears my name and to the building of which my wife has con
tributed. In confirming this bequestmy desire is to show my attach

ment to the University in the foundation of which I had the honor of

taking part; to pay respect to the memory of Ezra Cornell; and to

show my attachment as an Englishman to the union of the two

branches of our race on this continent with each other, and with their

common
mother."

The lectureship fund is one of several objects to

which the Board of Trustees, in accordance with the terms of the be

quest, have devoted the income of this generous gift. The fund

provides for a large number of occasional lectures by visiting scholars
in the course of the year.

THE FRANK IRVINE LECTURESHIP

The Conkling Chapter of the law school fraternity of Phi Delta

Phi in 19 13 created and gave to Cornell University a fund for the

endowment of a series of annual lectures in the College of Law, to be
known as The Frank Irvine Lectures in honor of Judge Irvine, who
was then dean of the college. The income of this fund has been regu

larly used to provide at least one lecture annually before the faculty
and students of the college by men eminent in the theory or practice
of the profession.

The Frank Irvine Lecturer in 1924-25 was the Hon. Robert Von Moschzisker,
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania, and his subjectwas:Dangers
in disregarding fundamental conceptions when amending the Federal Constitu

tion.

THE JACOB H. SCHIFF FOUNDATION

The late Jacob H. Schiff of New York in 191 2 gave the University
$100,000 to be "The Jacob H. Schiff Endowment for the Promotion

of Studies in German
Culture,"

making the Board of Trustees free

"to use the income either for salaries or for other purposes within the

designation of the
endowment."

In 1918 the Board, acting uponMr.

Schiff's suggestion and with his approval, extended the field of the

endowment and accordingly changed its name to "The Jacob H.
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Schiff Foundation for the Promotion of Studies in Human Civiliza
tion."

The income has been used since 191 2 for lectures by European
scholars and for other purposes within the founder's designation.

After 19 18, with Mr. Schiff's approval, a part of the income was used

to purchase for the University Library books relating to the history
of the war.

THE MESSENGER LECTURES

Hiram J. Messenger, B.Litt., Ph.D., Actuary of the Travelers

Insurance Company, who died at Hartford in 19 13, directed in his

will that a certain portion of his estate should, at the death of his

sister, be paid over to CornellUniversity and used for the endowment
of a course of lectures. Under that provision the University in 1923
came into possession of about $77,000. Dr. Messenger had directed

that the fund should "provide a course or courses of lectures on the

evolution of civilization, for the special purpose of raising the moral

standard of our political, business, and social
life;"

that the series

should be known as the "Messenger Lectures on the Evolution of
Civilization;"

that the income should "be expended first to provide

twelve lectures each year to be delivered by the ablest non-resident
lecturer or lecturers

obtainable,"

and that, after that provision each

year, any additional income from the fund should "be used for fur

ther lectures by non-resident or resident
lecturers"

as the university

authoritiesmight think best.

The Messenger Lecturer in 1924-25 was Professor James Henry Breasted,
Director of the Oriental Institute in the University of Chicago, who gave twelve
lectures on "The Origins of

Civilization."

MEMORIAL PROFESSORSHIPS

The Sibley Professorship of Mechanic Arts was endowed by
Hiram Sibley (1807-1888) of Rochester in 1877. Itwasheldin 1924-

25 by Albert Edward Wells.

The Sage Professorships are four chairs endowed by Henry
Williams Sage (1814-1897) in 1890 and named in his honor by the
Trustees in 1895, namely, the Sage Professorship of Ancient Philos

ophy and of Aesthetics, the Sage Professorship of Logic and Meta

physics, the Sage Professorship of Psychology, and the Sage Profes

sorship of the History and Philosophy of Religion and of Christian

Ethics. The three first named were held in 1924-25 respectively by
William Alexander Hammond, James Edwin Creighton, and Edward
Bradford Titchener; the fourth was temporarily vacant.

The Goldwin Smith Professorships are five chairs established

by the Trustees ih 191 2 in memory of Goldwin Smith, M.A. Oxon.
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(1823-1910), Professor of History in this University and donor of the
Goldwin Smith Fund, from a part of the income ofwhich the salaries

pertaining to these chairs are paid. They are the Goldwin Smith

Professorships of English Literature, American History, English

History, Latin, and Political Science. The three first named were

held in 1924-25 respectively by Martin Wright Sampson, Charles

Henry Hull, and Wallace Notestein ; the other two were temporarily
vacant.

UsThe John Stambaugh Professorship of History was estab

lished and endowed by John Stambaugh, of the Class of 1884, in 1919.

It was held in 1924-25 by Carl Becker.
The World War Memorial Professorships are eight chairs

established by the Trustees to commemorate the services of Cor-

nellians in theWorld War : one professorship in the College of Archi

tecture, two in the College ofArts and Sciences, two in the College of

Engineering, one in the Graduate School, one in the College of Law,
and one in the Ithaca division of the Medical College; established
and endowed with a part of the Semi-Centennial Endowment Fund

in 1920. They were held in 1924-25 respectively byAlbertCharles

Phelps, Wilder Dwight Bancroft, Othon Goepp Guerlac, Ernest

William Schoder, Seymour Stanton Garrett, Ernest Merritt, George
Gleason Bogert, and Sutherland Simpson.

The Andrew DicksonWhite Professorship was established by
the Trustees on April 2, 192 1, in recognition of the gift of $125,000

to the University by a Yale alumnus, as a part of the Semi-Centennial
Endowment Fund, for the purpose of endowing a professorship. It

was held in 1924-25 by FranckeHuntington Bosworth, jr.
Memorial Professorships bearing the respective numerals of

the Classes of 1920, 1921, 1922, and 1923 were established by the

Trustees on April 2, 192 1, in recognition of the pledge, by each of

those four classes, of more than $125,000 to the Alumni Fund forthe

endowment of a professorship. Appointments to these chairs are not

yet made.

The Marc Eidlitz Instructorship in Civil Engineering was

established in 1919 and endowed by Otto M. Eidlitz of the Class of

1881. It was held in 1924-25 by Eric Vail Howell.
The Sophie Washburn French Instructorship was established

in 1923. It is endowed with a gift of the late Frank S. Washburn of

the class of 1883.

SAGE CHAPEL: THE DEAN SAGE SERMON FUND

Sage Chapel was built by Henry W. Sage in 1874. The Board of

Trustees has made several additions. A memorial antechapel at

the northwest corner was built by the Trustees and the Estate of

Jennie McGraw Fiske in 1883 in memory of Ezra Cornell, John

McGraw, and Jennie McGraw Fiske. William H. Sage has made

general gifts, including an organ and the present interior decoration of

the chapel. The Dean Sage Sermon Fund of seventy-five thousand
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dollars was established by Dean Sage in 1 87 2 . Clergymen of various

denominations conduct services in the chapel on Sundays throughout
the university year.

BARNES HALL: THE CHRISTIAN ASSOCIATION

The Cornell University Christian Association was founded in 1869

as a voluntary organization of professors and students for their own

religious culture and the promotion of Christian living in the Univer

sity. For many years it held its meetings in White Hall. In 1886

it undertook to raise fufnds for a building of its own and had obtained

about ten thousand dollars from students, members of the Faculty,
and other persons, when Alfred S. Barnes completed the fund with a

gift of forty-five thousand dollars. The Board of Trustees gave the

association the use of a plot of ground south of Sage Chapel, and

Barnes Hall was completed in 1888. The men's and women's Chris

tian Associations have permanent secretaries, they maintain reading

and recreation rooms, and they share in the custody of a selected

library of religious literature, the Barnes Reference Library, givenby
Alfred C. Barnes and endowed by A. Victor Barnes and Harriet
Barnes Newberry.

the halls for men

The University has six halls for men, accommodating about 480
students. The oldest of these buildings, Cascadilla Hall, was ac
quired in 1869 and was thoroughly remodeled in 1916.

Five halls, all built since 191 4, are the nucleus of a large group
designed to stand on the western border of the campus. The Uni

versity owes its possession of these buildings to the late George C.

Boldt, who, as a member of the Board of Trustees, was heartily in

terested inmaking such provision for thewelfare of students. George
F. Baker gave the University three of the buildings, which are named
Baker Tower, North Baker Hall, and South Baker Hall. The fourth

and fifth, Founders Hall and Boldt Hall, were given by alumni.

the halls for women

Sage Hall, or Sage College, as it is commonly called, wasbuilt in

1873-74 and was named in honor of HenryW. Sage, who had given a
generous sum to provide for the education ofwomen in theUniversity.

The original building has been much enlarged. The resident Warden

of Sage College in 1924-25 was Miss Grace Seely.

Prudence Risley Hall, the gift of Mrs. Russell Sage, was com

pleted in 1913, and was named in memory of Russell Sage's mother.

The resident Warden of Prudence Risley Hall in 1924-25 was Miss

Gertrude Houston Nye.

THE UNIVERSITY INFIRMARY

The University Infirmary occupies three large buildings. The

first of these, a brownstone structure, was the home of Henry W.

Sage, for many years chairman of the Board of Trustees. After his

death in 1897, his sons, Dean and William H. Sage, endowed it and

gave it to the University for a
students'

infirmary as a memorial of
their father. The second building, the Schuyler House, was pur

chased in 1911; in 1912 the Trustees erected a third building, fire

proof, and this is the present main hospital building. The normal

capacity of the Infirmary is seventy-five beds; the number can be

doubled in an emergency. The Infirmary is open throughout the

university year. It provides suitable rooms, food, and nursing for

sick students. It has no medical or surgical staff; students find their
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own physicians among practitioners in Ithaca or elsewhere. In

return for an infirmary fee of $5 a term, any student, in case of illness

is, on his physician's certificate, admitted to the Infirmary and re

ceives without charge a bed in a ward, board, and ordinary nursing
for a period not exceeding two weeks in any one academic year. For

such ordinary service beyond the period of two weeks, a charge of $2

a day is made. (The average cost to the Infirmary of each sick

student is about $4 a day.) Extra charges are made for private

rooms, special food, and special nurses.

page 99; two Kenney Scholarships are awarded, each continuing for four years
and haying an annual value of $250. Every candidate for a University Under
graduate Scholarship or for a Kenney Scholarship must have satisfied in full the
entrance requirements of that college of the University which he proposes to
enter Holders of New York State Scholarships, either the Cornell Tuition or
the State University Scholarships, or both, are eligible for University Under
graduate Scholarships, but they too must have satisfied in full the college en
trance requirements.

Following are the rules governing the award of these scholarships:
The University Undergraduate Scholarships will be awarded on the basis of

examinations in three of the eight following subjects: (a) English (entrance
requirement); (b) Greek (grammar and composition; translation at sight of

simple prose); (c) Latin (grammar and Caesar; composition and Cicero; Vergil);
(d) Third Year French; (e) Third Year German; (f) Third Year Spanish; (g)
Elementary Mathematics (elementary algebra; intermediate algebra; plane

geometry); (h) Advanced Mathematics (solid geometry; advanced algebra;
plane trigonometry).

In choosing three of these eight subjects, every candidate must take English
and at least one of the other five languages; and any candidate who does not
select either Latin or Greek must take Advanced Mathematics.

No scholarship will be awarded to any candidate who is reported markedly
deficient in any subject in which he is examined, and the right is reserved to

award fewer than eighteen scholarships in the absence of a sufficient number of

duly qualified candidates.
Before scholarships are awarded, every candidate must indicate the college

and, if several courses of study with diverse entrance requirements are given in

that college, the course in which he intends to register. In order to hold a scholar

ship, if it be awarded to him, he must register in that college or course, and he
will forfeit his right to the scholarship if he transfers to any other college or

course, unless, at the time when he was admitted to the University, as shown by
the records of the University, he had satisfied all the entrance requirements for

the college or the course to which he transfers.

All persons shall be debarred from the competition for these scholarships

who have participated in any previous competition for the same, or have been

previously registered in the University (including the Summer Session) or in any
other university or college.

The University Faculty's standing Committee on Undergraduate Scholarships

may, after an opportunity has been given the student to explain his unsatisfactory

record, vacate any scholarship for negligence, for failure to maintain a high
stan

dard of scholarship, or for conduct of any kind that is unbecoming in a student

holding such a scholarship.
Whenever any of these scholarships shall for any reason become vacant, the

vacancy shall be filled as the Faculty may determine.
The moneys due on these scholarships are paid at the office of the Treasurer

of the University in two equal payments on the 27th of February and the 30th of

June, but no scholarship holder is entitled to receive his semi-annual payment

until the Scholarship Committee has examined and approved his record for the

preceding term, and until the chairman of the Scholarship Committee has certified
that the record is satisfactory.
The special examinations for these scholarships begin on the first day of regis

tration in September. Permits to take the examinations will be issued by the
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Registrar by mail on application, provided the candidate has satisfied all the

entrance requirements and provided the application is accompanied by a state
ment giving the name of the school at which the candidate was prepared, the

name of the principal of the school, and the course which the student proposes

to enter.

and Sciences; Louis Penn, Arts and Sciences. Class of 1928: Frieda Hafekost,
Arts and Sciences; Maurice Daniel Krauss, Arts and Sciences.

Other Undergraduate Scholarships

The Eudorus C. Kenney Scholarships: Under the will of Eudorus C Kenney
of the class of 1882, his residuary estate was left to Cornell University, the net
income to be used for the establishment of scholarships. The amount of the

foundation is about $40,000. Two scholarships, of the annual value of $250

each, are awarded each year for a period of four years to applicants entering the

University who are bona fide residents of the town of Truxton, Cortland County,
New York. Such applicants shall be recommended by a committee consisting of
the Principal of the Truxton Public School, the Superintendent of Schools for the
district including Truxton, and the Supervisor for the Town of Truxton, the
recommendation to be made and certified to the President of the University on
or before September 15 of each year. The President shall award the scholar

ship and certify the award to the Treasurer and the Dean of the University
Faculty. In case of a vacancy in any scholarship the value of the scholarship

may be awarded by the Faculty Committee on Scholarships in such manner as

it may deem best.

The Kenney Scholars in 1923-24: Class of 1925: William Fuller Brown, jr.,
Plattsburg; Nathan Katz, Birmingham, Alabama. Class of 1926: Blanche

Evelyn MacAllister, Truxton; Frances Adelaide MacAllister, Truxton; Alfred
Jerome Bryant, Ithaca. Class of 1927: Mary Phelps Enders, Cobleskill; Bernard

Cioffari, New Rochelle. Class of 1928 ^Wilfred Ernest Hoffman, Truxton; Anna

Gasool, Kingston.
The Frank William Padgham Scholarship, founded by Amos Padgham of

Syracuse, New York, in memory of his son, Frank William Padgham, M.E. '88,
entitles the holder to free tuition and fees in the regular courses in the Sibley
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School of Mechanical Engineering or in the School of Electrical Engineering. It
cannot be held in connection with a New York State Scholarship. It will be
awarded to the candidate, if any, who has had his preparatory education in the
public schools of Syracuse, New York, and who, having been admitted to the

regular course in either of the Schools named, shall pass the best examination in
a competitive examination on mathematics (solid geometry, advanced algebra,
and plane trigonometry) and on two of the following: (i) third year German; (2)
third year French; (3) English. The examination for this scholarship is held at
the same time as the University Undergraduate Scholarship examinations; and

the candidate must declare his intention to enter the Padgham Scholarship
examination and state his qualifications therefor to the Registrar, who will

issue the usual permit to enter this special examination. In case no one qualifies

for this scholarship in the foregoingmanner, the faculties of the Schools may, with
certain restrictions, recommend the awarding of the scholarship to some worthy

applicant, preferably from Syracuse. Upon request, detailed information regard

ing the examination and the awarding of the scholarship will be furnished by the
Dean of the College or by the Registrar of Cornell University. It was held in

1924-25 by John Edward Shultz, of Lakemont.
The Roberts Scholarship Fund provides five annual scholarships, of the value

of $240 each, for students in the College of Agriculture.
For Non-Resident Students of Agriculture. In the College of Agriculture there

are available ordinarily ten scholarships carrying free tuition to non-residents

of New York State who are especially worthy of aid.

The Fred Lewis Wilson Scholarship, of the annual value of $192, is awarded
for a period of not more than two years to students in the Sibley School of Me
chanical Engineering or in the School of Electrical Engineering who have been at
least one year in theUniversity and who are in need of financial aid. The scholar

ship is awarded by a committee consisting of the President of the University,
the Dean of the College of Engineering, and one other person chosen by them.
In awarding the scholarship, consideration is given to scholarship, character,
probable usefulness in the world at large, proficiency in mechanic arts, and

pecuniary need.

The William Delmore Thompson Scholarship, established in memory ofWilliam

Delmore Thompson, a member of the class of 1917, is for the benefit of self-sup
porting students in Mechanical Engineering. It is awarded at the beginning of

the junior year and, if the student's work proves satisfactory, is to continue

throughout the senior year.

The John Leisenring Wentz Scholarship, founded in 1920 by Mrs. Lewis Auden-

ried in memory of John LeisenringWentz, a member of the class of 1898, consists
of the income of a fund of $5,500. It is awarded at the end of each academic

year to a member of the incoming senior class in Mechanical or Electrical En

gineering who is in need of pecuniary help and who during his junior year has

maintained a high scholastic standing. The award is determined by a committee
approved by the President of the University from the Faculty of the College of
Engineering.

The Alexander and Mary E. Saunders Scholarship is of an annual value of

$650, being the income of a fund bequeathed to the University by Mrs. Mary
Ellen Saunders of Yonkers, N. Y. It is awarded for a period of four years to an

undergraduate in a literary or scientific department who is an American boy of

Scotch, English, or Irish parentage and who is nominated for the scholarship by
the superintendent, principal, and teachers of the Yonkers High School. It was

held in 1924-25 by Robert Baird Brown of Yonkers.
The Grasselli Undergraduate Scholarship in Chemistry, of the annual value

of $500, is supported by the Grasselli Chemical Company of Cleveland, Ohio.
It was held in 1924-25 by Carlisle Schade.

The Judson L. Smith Scholarship: Open to upperclassmen in the School of

Civil Engineering; pays $200 a year, the income of a fund given byMrs. Sarah L.

Smith of Saranac Lake, New York, in memory of her son. It is awarded by the

Faculty of the School of Civil Engineering at the end of each year to a student
of the incoming senior or junior class in that school, of good character and scholar

ship and needing pecuniary aid.
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State Grange Scholarships in Agriculture. At its annual meeting in February,
1914, the New York State Grange adopted a resolution whereby $600 is to be

given to members of the Order in the form of twelve scholarships in the Winter

Courses in Agriculture in Cornell University. The scholarships are each of the

value of $50, to be awarded to men or women who attain the highest standing in
competitive examinations. The candidate should apply to the Master of the

Pomona Grange in his home county, or to the Deputy in counties which have no
Pomona Grange.

Beatty Agricultural Scholarships. By the will of Harrison L. Beatty of Bain

bridge, New York, the income of $5,000 is devoted to three equal scholarships

in the winter courses, to be known as the Beatty Agricultural Scholarships.

These scholarships are to be awarded to residents of Chenango County, one of
whom shall be a resident of the town of Bainbridge. In making the award, equal

consideration will be given to education and practical experience. Competitive

examinations are held annually in Norwich and Bainbridge, New York, in the

last week of September; the exact dates are to be announced to those applying
for the examinations. The applications must be sent to the Secretary of the

College of Agriculture, Ithaca, New York, by September 1.

New York State Bankers Association Scholarships. Five scholarships of $200

each in the winter courses in Agriculture have been offered for Junior Extension

Workers by the New York State Bankers Association. Details of the compe

tition in which these scholarships are awarded may be had on application to the

State Leader of Junior Extension, New York State College of Agriculture.

The American Agriculturist Scholarship. The American Agriculturist offers

a scholarship of $200 for use in the winter courses in Agriculture by a Junior

Extension Worker. For a statement of the rules governing the award of this

scholarship candidates should apply to the State Leader of Junior Extension,
New York State College of Agriculture.

State Free-Tuition Scholarships in Cornell University

Under Section 1037 of the New York State Education Law of 1910, the Com

missioner of Education awards annually, after a competitive examination, to

pupils of the public schools of the State, free-tuition scholarships in Cornell

University equal to the number of assembly districts in the State. That number

now is 150. Each scholarship entitles the holder to free tuition for four years,

beginning in the September next after the examination. The holder of one of

these scholarships, in order to enjoy its benefits, must have satisfied the regular
requirements for admission to one of the colleges of the University, and must

have registered as a student of that college before the close of the last regular

registration day for new students in the September next after the examination.

After the holder is duly registered as a student of the University, and not until

then, he comes into possession of the scholarship. His tenure of it thereafter is

subject to the provisions of Section 1037, to the Commissioner's regulation, and

to the University's usual examinations and rules.

A State free-tuition scholar in good standing may, after obtaining leave of

absence from his college, obtain from the President of theUniversity, uponwritten
application to the Secretary of the University, leave to retain his scholarship dur

ing absence either for the purpose of earning funds with which to continue his

studies or on account of illness. In such circumstances the President of the Uni

versity may extend the period of the scholarship so as to afford the holder not

more than six years from the commencement thereof for the completion of his

course in the University. A scholar's absence from the University without leave,
or tardiness in registering at the beginning of any term, is a delinquency that may
involve the forfeiture of the scholarship. The Secretary of the University is re
quired to inform the Commissioner of Education promptly of the vacancy of any

scholarship, and the Commissioner has authority to fill a vacancy by appointing
the person next on the list of candidates.

For information about the conditions of award of these scholarships, applica

tion should be made to the State Commissioner of Education at Albany.
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The State University Scholarships
Under Chapter 292 of the Laws of 1913, as amended by Chapter 502, Laws of

1920, and Chapter 130, Laws of 1924, the State of New York maintains scholar-
shipsfive of which are awarded each county annually for each assembly district
therein. Each of these scholarships entitles the holder to $100 for each year which
he is in attendance upon an approved college in this State during a period of four
years. These are called the State University Scholarships. At Cornell they are
commonly known as the State cash scholarships, to distinguish them from the
State free-tuition scholarships in this University. They are awarded by the
State Commissioner of Education at Albany, to whom application should bemade
for any information about the conditions of award, or for any information about
the rules of administration. The University has no part in administering these

scholarships except to keep the Commissioner informed of the attendance or

absence of those scholars who are enrolled here. If a State University Scholar
is absent from the University either with or without leave the Secretary of the

University is required to inform the Commissioner of the absence promptly and

only the Commissioner has authority to confirm a leave of absence with respect

to the tenure of the scholarship.

The use that may be made of a State University Scholarship is defined by
Chapter 130, Laws of 1924, as follows: "A person entitled to such scholarship
shall not be restricted as to the choice of the college which he desires to attend,
or the course of study which he proposes to pursue; provided that no such scholar

ship shall include professional instruction in theology, or in any graduate courses

following the receiving of a bachelor's degree; and provided further, that the
college selected by the person entitled to such scholarship is situated within the

state of New York, and is incorporated as a college and authorized under the

laws of this state and the rules of the regents of the university to confer degrees.

The term
'college'

as used in this section includes universities, professional and

technical schools and other institutions for higher education authorized to confer

degrees, requiring four years of undergraduate study to obtain a degree and

approved by the board of
regents."



PRIZES

A list of the prizes open to students of Cornell University in competition is

printed below with the names of the winners in 1924-25. Additional information

about the prizes, including the rules of award in every instance, is given in a pam
phlet entitled Prize Competitions, published by the University and distributed

free of charge to applicants by the Secretary of the University.
The Woodford Prize, founded in 1870 by Stewart Lyndon Woodford, is given

annually for the best English oration, both matter and manner of delivery being
taken into account. The prize is in the form of a gold medal, or, if the winner

choose, $100 in money instead. Awarded to Herman Wolkinson.

The Horace K. White Prizes, established in 1872 by Horace K. White of Syra

cuse, are awarded annually to the most meritorious students in the graduating
class of the New York State Veterinary College, $15 to the first in merit and $10

to the second. Awarded toWalter Joseph Gibbons and Richard Vincent Gibbons.

The Sibley Prizes in Mechanic Arts, founded by Hiram Sibley in 1884, are

awarded annually to those students in the Sibley School of Mechanical Engineer

ing who, in the opinion of the faculty of that school, show the greatest merit in

their work. The sum of $100 is divided among the winners. Awarded to Luke

Matthew McVeigh, Lester Francis Bourgarde, Charles Osborn Mackey, and
Herbert Oscar de Postels.

The Eighty-Six Memorial Prize, the income of a sum of money left as a mem

orial by the Class of 1886, and amounting to $86 annually, is an undergraduate

prize in declamation, awarded after a public competition held in May of each

year. Awarded to Milton Harvey Friedman.
The Barnes Shakespeare Prize, founded by Mrs. Alfred Smith Barnes of Brook

lyn in 1887, is about $50, the annual income of her gift of $1,000. Awarded to

Helen Martha Peavy.

The Boardman Senior Prize Scholarship, founded by Judge Douglas Boardman,
the first dean of the College of Law, in 1888, is open to students of that college,

and is awarded annually in June to the junior who has, in the Faculty's judgment,
done the best work in law subjects to the end of his junior year. The stipend is

$100, payable during the senior year. Awarded to Milton Weiss.

The Fuertes Medals were established by Professor E. A. Fuertes in 1893. One

of them is awarded annually to the best student in the graduating class of the

School of Civil Engineering, and the other is awarded annually to a graduate of
that school for a meritorious paper upon some engineering subject. Awarded to

Charles Smith Whitney, Herman Greig Veeder, and David Wallace Punzelt.

The Ninety-Four Memorial Prize, the income of a fund established by the

Class of 1894 and amounting to $94 annually, is an undergraduate prize in debate,
awarded after a public competition held in January of each year. Awarded to

Martin Rosenblum.

The Charles Goodwin Sands Memorial Medal, founded in 1900 by the family
of Charles Goodwin Sands of the Class of 1 890, is awarded for work of exceptional
merit in any of the advanced courses of the College ofArchitecture. Awarded to

Hester Bancroft and Paul Boynton Meserve.

The Clifton Beckwith Brown Memorial Medal was established in 1901 by John
Harkness Brown in memory of his brother, a member of the Class of 1900, who

was killed on the field of battle at San Juan Hill. A silver replica is awarded to

the senior in the College of Architecture attaining the highest standing in design

during his senior year, and a bronze replica to the senior taking second place,

provided in either instance that the degree of merit is exceptionally high. Not

awarded in 1924-25.

The Corson Browning Prize, founded by Professor Hiram Corson in 1902, is

a gold medal of the value of $50, or the equivalent in money if the winner prefer,
awarded annually for the best competitive essay on Robert Browning. Awarded

to Henry Francis Cook.
The Corson French Prize, founded in 1902 by Professor Corson in memory of

his wife, Caroline Rollin Corson, is a goldmedal of the value of $50 or the
equiva-
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lent in money if the winner prefer, awarded annually for the best essay on a sub

ject in either French philology or French literature. Awarded to Helen Martha

Peavy.

The Guilford Essay Prize, founded by James B. Guilford in 1902 to promote

"a high standard of excellence in English prose
composition,"

consists of about

$150, the annual income from his bequest of $3,000. Awarded to James Hutton.
The Luana L. Messenger Memorial Prize of $250, the annual income of a fund

of $5,000 established in 1902 by Hiram J. Messenger, is awarded to that student
who submits the essay "giving evidence of the best research and most fruitful
thought in the field of human progress or the evolution of civilization during some
period in human history or during human history as a

whole."

Awarded to

Pearl Sydenstricker Buck.

The John Metcalfe Polk Prizes. In memory of J. M. Polk, an instructor in the
Medical College, who was graduated from the Medical Department of Cornell

University on June 7, 1899, and died onMarch 29, 1904, three prizes aggregating
$500 are presented at each Commencement to members of the graduating class

who have completed the full course of study in the Cornell University Medical

College and have attained the highest standing in the class. The prizes are re

spectively $300, $125, and $75. Awarded to Theodore Dunham, jr., Virginia
Macqueen Travell, and Raymond Owen Hitchcock.

The Sherman-Bennett Prize was founded in 1905 by Philo Sherman-Bennett

of New Haven, Connecticut, who bequeathed to William J. Bryan of Lincoln,
Nebraska, a fund to found prizes in twenty-five colleges or universities to be

selected by Mr. Bryan. The prize consists of $20, the income of $400, and is

awarded "for the best essay discussing the principles of free
government."

Not

awarded in 1924-25.

The Whiting Prizes, the first being $50 and the second $25, have been offered
since 1908 by Professor FrederickWhiting to the two students in the graduating
class of the Medical College, to be designated by him, who make the best records
in the practical and theoretical work in otology. Awarded to Theodore Dun

ham, jr., and Rebecca Burr Carter.
The James T. Morrison Prize, founded in 1909 by James T. Morrison of Ithaca,

is a gold medal or, if the winner choose, $100 in money, awarded annually for the

best original poem or poems. Divided into equal parts in 1924-25 and awarded

to Edith Horton and Elizabeth Raushenbush; honorable mention of Paschal

Neilson Strong, jr.
The Eastman Prizes for Public Speaking were founded by A. R. Eastman of

Waterville, NewYork, in 1909, and endowed in 1917, when he gave theUniversity
$3,000 to maintain a first prize of $100 and a second prize of $20, for public

speaking on topics of country life. The annual competition is open only to regular

or special students of the College of Agriculture. Awarded to Cuyler Emory
Paine and Harold Ives Frederick.

The Sampson Fine Arts Prize, founded by Professor Martin Wright Sampson

in 1909, is awarded annually "to that student in the University who shows the

most intelligent appreciation of the graphic and plastic arts and of
architecture."

The prize is given, not for practical proficiency in painting, drawing, or designing,
but for natural or acquired ability to appreciate artistic beauty. It is the income

of a fund of $1,000 and is awarded, under regulations administered by the Pro

fessor of Aesthetics, to be expended in books or reproductions. Awarded to

Edgar Fred Bissantz.

The Fraser Senior Prize Scholarships, of $100 and $50 respectively, founded in

191 1 by an alumnus of the College of Law in memory of Alexander Hugh Ross

Fraser, late librarian of that college, are awarded annually about the beginning of
the academic year to seniors whose law course has been taken entirely in Cornell

University and who have most fully shown evidence of high qualities of mind and
character by superior achievement in scholarship and by those attributes ofmanli
ness which earn the commendation of teachers and fellow students. The award

is made upon the recommendation of the senior class by vote from a list of mem

bers submitted by the Faculty as eligible by reason of superior scholarship. The

holder of the Boardman Scholarship is not eligible. Awarded to Albert John
Monahan and Franklin Secor Wood.

The Hollingworth Honorarium of $50, established by Dr. W. G. Hollingworth

of Utica in 191 1, is awarded to a senior in the Veterinary College on his general

good standing throughout the course and especially on his standing in pathology
and bacteriology. Awarded to Robert Herman Volgenau and Walter Joseph

Gibbons.

The Early English Text Society presents four of its publications annually to be
awarded as prizes to those students who pass the best examinations in Early
English. Awarded to Richard Beck.

The Fuertes Memorial Prizes in Public Speaking were founded in 1912 by
Charles H. Baker, a graduate of the School of Civil Engineering of the Class of

1886. Three prizes, one of $125, one of $35, and one of $20, are offered annually
to members of the junior and senior classes in the Colleges of Engineering and
Architecture for proficiency in public speaking. Awarded to Kenneth Gregg Van

Wynen, Glen Leslie Logan, and Richard Irving Land.
The Graduate Prize in Philosophy, established in 1912, has an annual value of

about $25 and is open to competition by students registered in the Graduate

School. It is given to the student who submits the best paper embodying the

results of research in the field of philosophy. Not awarded in 1924-25.

The James Gordon Bennett Prize of $50, founded in 1912, is open to seniors

in the Veterinary College and is offered for work in the clinics giving evidence of

ability to handle diseased animals humanely, emphasis being put upon the stu
dent's ability to apply local and general anaesthesia effectively. Awarded to

Robert Herman Volgenau and Paul Albert Raymond.

The Jane Miller Prize of $50, founded in 1912, is awarded to the student

or students having the highest standing in veterinary physiology. It is usually
divided into prizes of $30 and $20 and awarded at the end of the junior year.

Awarded to Alexander Zeissig and Andre Ray DeMott.

The George Chapman Caldwell Prize of $50 was established in 1913 by Frank

Cary Caldwell and Mrs. Grace Caldwell Chamberlain as a memorial of their

father, the first Professor of Chemistry at this University. It is awarded annually
inmoney, accompanied by a certificate, to a member of the senior class, for general
excellence in the Course in Chemistry. Awarded to Harold Adlard Lovenberg.

The Ring Memorial Prizes, established in 1913 by bequest of Charles A. Ring
of Newfane, New York, are awarded to undergraduates of the College of Agricul
ture for essays giving reviews of literature in the field of floriculture, vegetable

gardening, or pomology, and showing the greatest ability to evaluate scientific

evidence. A first prize of about $30 and a second prize of about $20 are offered.

First prize awarded to Robert Hughes Hartshorn; second prize to Shu Chun

Teng and Cuyler Emory Paine.
The Stewart Prize, offered annually since 1913 by S. L. Stewart of Brookside

Farms, Newburgh, New York, is a prize of $50 to be divided among students par

ticipating in a clean-milk contest. Awarded to Kenneth Renney Button, Charles
Isaac Bowman, Parseg Gumushian, and Elmer Irving Browning.

T%e J. G. White Prizes in Spanish, founded by James Gilbert White in 1914,

are three prizes, each of the value of $100, offered annually. Two are offered for

excellence in Spanish, one of them to juniors and seniors in the College of Engi

neering and the other to juniors and seniors in theother colleges of the University.

The third is offered for excellence in English to undergraduates from the Latin-

American Republics and until June, 1925, but not thereafter, to undergraduates
from Porto Rico and the Philippine Islands. Awarded toArthur Esteban Saldana

of the College of Engineering; the other two prizes were not awarded in 1924-25.

The Student Medal of the American Institute of Architects has been offered each

year since 1915 to that member of the graduating class of the College of Archi

tecture whose record is the best throughout the course. The person to whom the

medal is awarded is invited to exhibit his work at the next annual convention of

the Institute. Awarded to Thomas Jefferson Baird.

The Charles Lathrop Pack Foundation, endowed with $500 in 1915 by Mr.

Pack, who increased the endowment to $2,000 in 1923, supports two prizes of

$50 each which are offered annually to students of the Department of Forestry.
The former is offered to be awarded to that student of forestry in the graduating
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class who hasmade the best record during his course in this University; the latter
is offered for an essay calculated to increase in the public mind the appreciation
of the importance of forestry in the national economy. The former prize was
divided into equal parts in 1924-25 and was awarded to Bernard Frank and
Neale Russell Hamilton; the latter was awarded to N. Gardiner Bump with
honorable mention of Neale Russell Hamilton.

The Charles Lee Crandall Prizes, founded in 1916 by alumni of the School of
Civil Engineering in memory of Professor Crandall, are a first prize of $100 and
second prize of about $25. They are offered each year for the best papers written
by seniors or juniors of that school on suitable subjects, provided both the sub
stance and the written form of the papers submitted show real merit. The object
of the offer is to encourage research, to stimulate interest in matters of public

concern, and to create in students an appreciation of the opportunities which the
profession of civil engineering holds for the exercise of public spirit. Not awarded

It is $50, either in cash or in books as the recipient may
choose. It is awarded annually to that woman of the senior class whose major

subject is French and who has, in the opinion of the committee of award, made

the best record in her four years of work, with especial reference to facility of ex
pression in French. Awarded to Hattie Raunheim.

The Frank A. Barton Prize was founded in 1922 by Mrs. Louise Wilkeson Bar

ton of Ithaca in memory of her husband, Colonel Frank Arthur Barton, U. S.

Army, of the Class of 1 89 1
,
late Professor of Military Science and Tactics in this

University. It is a silver cup, awarded annually to that cadet officer of the

Reserve
Officers'

Training Corps who has taken the keenest interest in the Corps
and has shown the highestmilitary qualities. Awarded to HarryVan NuysWade.

The Seaman Military Prizes were established in 1923 by Dr. Louis Livingston
Seaman of the Class of 1872, major and surgeon of the First Regiment, U. S.

Volunteer Engineers, in the war with Spain. In 1924-25 a first prize of $200 and

a second prize of $100 were offered for the best essays on the subject of the

American army ration in peace and in war. They were awarded respectively to
Donald Eugene Meagley and Charles Alton Gillett.

The American Bureau of Shipping (American "Lloyds") has placed at the dis

LOAN FUNDS: OTHER PECUNIARY AIDS

Cornell University has two general funds that are used to make loans to stu

dents. They are (i) the F. W. Guiteau Student Loan Fund, established by the
will of Frederick William Guiteau and augmented by the will of his sister, Mrs.

Nancy Guiteau Howe, both of Irvington-on-Hudson, the income of which fund

is by the terms of the bequest available for loans to young men; and (2) The

Women
Students'

Loan Fund, consisting of a former student loan fund, increased
in 1913 by $7,000 assigned to this fund by the late President Andrew D. White

from funds placed at his disposal by the late Trustee Andrew Carnegie. Both

these funds are administered for the Trustees of the University by a standing

committee. Applications for loans are received by the Secretary of the Uni

versity for submission to that committee. The benefits of these funds are re

served to undergraduate students who have been in attendance at Cornell Uni

versity for at least one year, and preference is given to seniors and juniors. Ac

count is taken of the applicant's character, scholastic record, and need of financial

assistance. Loans are made ordinarily to assist students that would otherwise

be unable to meet the tuition charges. Money borrowed from either of the funds

is to be repaid to the fund with interest at five per cent per annum.

The John Knickerbacker Fund, established in 1919 by John Knickerbacker

'87, of Troy, N. Y., supports a limited number of bursaries; the bursars are re
quired to be young men of good minds, healthy and strong bodies, good moral

character and sound moral opinions and beliefs, to be earnest and persevering

workers, and to come from parents born in the United States and known to be

or to have been good citizens. Applications are invited by the Secretary of the

University in the spring, and a standing committee fills any vacant bursaries by
election in the summer.

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TUITION

The University charges tuition fees. The rates in 1924-25 were as follows:

For the regular year:

In the College of Arts and Sciences, three hundred dollars;
In the College of Law, two hundred dollars;
In the College of Architecture, three hundred dollars;
In the Veterinary College, two hundred dollars;
In the College of Agriculture, two hundred dollars;
In the College of Engineering, three hundred dollars;
In the College of Home Economics, two hundred dollars;
In the Medical College, three hundred dollars;
In the Graduate School, seventy-five dollars;

For the Summer Session, fifty dollars;
For the Summer School in Agriculture, fifty dollars;
For the Winter Courses in Agriculture, twenty-five dollars.

Tuition and other fees become due when the student registers. The University
allows twenty days of grace after the last registration day of each term of the

regular session, and five days of grace after the first registration day of theWinter

Courses and the Summer Session. The last day of grace is generally printed on
the registration coupon which the student is required to present at the Treasurer's

office. Any student who fails to pay his tuition charges, other fees, and other in
debtedness to the University, or who, if entitled to free tuition, fails to claim it

at the Treasurer's office and to pay his fees and other indebtedness, within the
prescribed period of grace, is thereby dropped from the University unless the

Treasurer has granted him an extension of time to complete payment. The

Treasurer is permitted to grant such an extension when, in his judgment, the
circumstances of a particular case warrant his doing so. For any such extension
the student is assessed a fee of $5 for the first week and $2 additional for each

subsequent week in which the whole or any part of the debt remains unpaid,
but the assessment in any case is not more than $15. The assessment may be

waived in any instance for reasons satisfactory to the Comptroller and the Regis

trar, when such reasons are set forth in a written statement.

If a student withdraw from any of the colleges of the University at Ithaca,
the Treasurermay refund a part of the tuition fee or cancel a part of the obligation

that the student has incurred for tuition, provided the reason for the withdrawal

be stated in writing and be satisfactory to the Comptroller and the Registrar.

In any such case, the amount that the student owes the University for tuition is
computed in the appropriate one of the following ways: For any of the short

summer courses, twenty-five per cent of the term's tuition for each week or

fraction of a week between the first registration day and the date of his certificate
of withdrawal as issued by his college; for the regular first or second term of the

University at Ithaca, or for the winter course of the College of Agriculture, ten
per cent of the term's tuition for each week or fraction of a week between the first

registration day and the date of his certificate of withdrawal as issued by his

college. In the Medical College in New York City there is no provision for re

funding or rebating the fees on account of a student's withdrawal.

Any tuition or other fee may be changed by the Board of Trustees to take

effect at any time without previous notice.

CERTAIN CLASSES OF STUDENTS ENTITLED TO FREE TUITION

Tuition is free to the students who hold the State Scholarships in Cornell

University provided for by Section 1037 of the New York State Education Law

of 1910.

Students pursuing full, special, or short courses in the New York State Veter

inary College, the New York State College of Agriculture, or the New York

State College of Home Economics (except the course in Hotel Administration),
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and students in the Graduate School whose major work is taken in these colleges,
who at the beginning of the college year are and for at least twelve months prior
thereto have been bona fide residents of the State of New York, are exempt from
the payment of tuition fees; provided, however, that no student shall be allowed
to transfer from any such course to another course wherein tuition is charged

without first paying the regular tuition fees for the hours for which he may re

ceive credit in the latter course. (For provisions governing free tuition in the

Summer School in Agriculture, see the Announcement of the Summer Session.)
Members of the instructing staff registered in the Graduate school and having

theirmajor subject in the college or the line of work in which they are instructing,
or already having a degree and registered for the first degree in the college in

which they are instructing, are exempt from the payment of tuition fees and from

the payment of laboratory and shop fees in the department in which they are

employed to give instruction; members of the instructing staff who take work
for which they must pay tuition are required to pay in proportion to the amount
of work for which they are registered.

OTHER FEES

A Matriculation Fee of $10 is required of every student upon entrance into the

University. This fee must be paid at the time of registration.
An Infirmary Fee of $5 a term is required, at the beginning of each term, of

every student, except in the Medical College in New York City. Students in the

Summer Session or the Summer School in Agriculture have the privilege of ad

mission to the Infirmary; they pay no fee in advance, but are liable to the regular
charges for any service rendered them there. For students in theWinter Courses

in Agriculture, the infirmary fee is $3.
A Locker Fee is required at the beginning of each term of every undergraduate

man and every woman of the freshman and sophomore classes. It is $2 a term

for men and $1 a term for women. Its payment entitles the student, as the case

may be, either to the use of a locker, with bathing facilities and towels, in the

Gymnasium, the New York State Drill Hall, or the Schoellkopf Memorial Build

ing, or else to the use of the Women's gymnasium, recreation rooms and play

grounds, and to the use of a locker if that is necessary.

A Graduation Fee is required, at least ten days before the degree is to be con

ferred, of every candidate for a degree. For a first or baccalaureate degree the

fee is $10; for an advanced degree it is $20. The fee will be returned if the degree

is not conferred.

Laboratory Fees. In courses of study that require work in laboratory, shop, or

drafting room, or field work, a fee is charged to cover the cost of material, etc.,

used by the student.

Every student registered in the College of Engineering must pay a laboratory
fee, one-half of the fee at the beginning of each term, at the following annual
rates: Freshmen in the College of Engineering, $25; sophomores, juniors, and
seniors in Mechanical Engineering and Electrical Engineering, $25; sophomores,
juniors, and seniors in Civil Engineering, $8. Students not registered in the

college of Engineering but taking work in the shops must pay a laboratory fee

at the rate of $3.50 a record hour. (A student who has taken while in a non-

engineering college of the University part of the work required for an engineering
degree shall, before receiving the technical degree, be required to pay to the Uni

versity Treasurer such amount as would have been necessary if he had taken all

such work while registered in the College of Engineering.)

Every student registered in the College of Architecture must pay, at the be

ginning of each term, a laboratory fee of $10. Students not registered in the Col

lege of Architecture are required to pay $5 a term, for each course in which they

may be registered, in design, drafting, or drawing from life; except that when

the student is registered for more than two such courses the total fee shall be $10.

Deposits. In some courses, particularly in Chemistry, the student is required

to make in advance at the office of the Treasurer of the University a deposit of

money to cover the cost of material to be used and supplies to be consumed by
him in the course of the term; accounts are kept and charges are entered against
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the deposit; at the end of the term any balance remaining of the deposit is re

turned to the student. Every student registered in the first year of the Course in

Chemistry must deposit $20 at the beginning of the first term and $30 at the

beginning of the second term. The advanced student of Chemistry should be

prepared, if he takes several courses at the same time, to deposit as much as

$60 or $70 for a single term. In some of the courses in Chemistry, however, the
student is required to pay a comparatively small laboratory fee instead ofmaking
a deposit.

The Graduate School. An administration fee of $12.50 a term is required of

every student registered in the Graduate School.

Exemption of Instructors. Those members of the instructing staff who are

registered in the Graduate School are exempt from the payment of the laboratory
and shop fees in courses taken or in research pursued in the departments in which

they are respectively employed to give instruction.

THE ALUMNI

THE ALUMNI REPRESENTATIVE

The central office of the alumni at Cornell University is that of the
Alumni Representative. That office was created by the Board of

Trustees of the University on June 22, 1920, in confirmation of a re
quest contained in identical resolutions presented by the Associate
Alumni of Cornell University (now the Cornell Alumni Corporation),
the Cornell Association of Class Secretaries, and the Cornellian Coun
cil. The Alumni Representative is appointed by the Board of Trus

tees on the nomination of the presidents of those three organizations

of alumni. He reports to and is under the direction of a committee of

five, composed of three persons representing the three organizations

respectively and two members of the Board of Trustees who are

alumni. His primary duty is the development of the relations be

tween the University and its alumni. The present Alumni Repre

sentative is Foster M. Coffin '12. His office is in Room 31, Morrill

Hall, Ithaca. The directing committee is Romeyn Berry '04, for the
Alumni Corporation; Walter P. Cooke '91, for the Cornellian Coun

cil; J. H. Comstock '74, for the Association of Class Secretaries, and
Ira A. Place '81 and J. DuPrattWhite '90, for the Board ofTrustees.

CORNELL ALUMNI CORPORATION

The Charter of the University gives the alumni the right to elect

two members of the Board of Trustees every year. All graduates of

the first degree in any of the departments of the University and all

persons who have been admitted to any degree higher than the first

in the University are alumni within the definition of the Statutes.

At a meeting called for the purpose, and held on June 26, 1872, repre

sentatives of all the classes that had graduated being present, an

organization was effected to be known as the Associate Alumni of

Cornell University. The object of this association was declared to be

"to promote in every proper way the interest of the University, and
to foster among the graduates a sentiment of regard for each other and

attachment to their Alma
Mater."

The by-laws contained a pro

vision for the election of trustees by the alumni in accordance with the

Charter, which then permitted such an election to take place pro

vided forty-five alumni met at the University on the day before the
annual Commencement. An amendment to the Charter in 1883 in

augurated a newmethod of election by which members of the alumni,
not present in person at the annual meeting, are permitted to vote for

trustees by written ballot mailed to the Treasurer of the University,
and that method has virtually superseded the primitive procedure.

An election of trustees may take place at the annual meeting only if

the vote by written ballot has been indecisive.
As the alumni increased in number and formed local clubs and

associations throughout the United States and even in foreign coun-
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tries, their need increased to have a central organization competent
to look after other matters than the election of the alumni trustees

and able to conduct its business throughout the year. The Associate

Alumni became a corporation under the laws of the State of New

York on May 9, 1903. Amendments to its constitution and by-laws

were adopted from time to time to provide for the new duties that it

was expected to perform.

A general revision of the by-laws took place at the association's

annual meeting held in Ithaca on June 16, 1923. The name of the

association was changed to Cornell Alumni Corporation. Direct

representation on the board of directors was given to each of twelve

geographical divisions into which this country and the rest of the

world were divided for that purpose. The Corporation includes in its

membership all the thirty thousand persons who have attended Cor

nell University as students, whether graduated or not. It ties to

gether in its organization all the active Cornell clubs in the world.

Essentially it is "The Alumni
Association,"

the entire body of former
students of Cornell University. Although it includes all former stu

dents, the main structure of its organization is composed of the local

alumni clubs and it derives its financial supportmainly from an annual

assessment levied upon those clubs. The amount of the assessment

upon any club is determined by the number of its resident members
at a rate per capita fixed by the board of directors of the association.

The rate is usually twenty-five cents.

Besides the annual meeting in Ithaca just before Commencement,
the association holds an annual convention, generally in the autumn,

in some other city. It met at Cleveland in May, 1921 ; at Chicago in

April, 1922; at Pittsburgh in October, 1922; at Buffalo in October,

1923 ; and at New York City in November, 1924.

THE ASSOCIATION OF CLASS SECRETARIES

The Cornell Association of Class Secretaries was organized in

1905. Its object is to see that proper and uniform statistics of each

class are kept; to provide that the regular class reunions be organized

so as to insure a good attendance; to stimulate the work of the class

secretaries by effective cooperation ; and to promote unity of action

among the classes and throughout the body of alumni. The active

members of the association are the class secretaries. The officers of
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the association for 1925-26 are: President, Robert E. Treman '09;
Vice-President, James O. Winslow '11; Treasurer, Clark S. Northup
'93; Secretary, Foster M. Coffin '12, Room 31, Morrill Hall, Ithaca.
The secretary keeps a list of the names and addresses of the class

secretaries.

THE CORNELLIAN COUNCIL

The Cornellian Council was organized in 1908 to enlist the general

body of alumni in the financial support of the University. Its active

members are persons representing all the classes graduated from the

University and forty alumni elected by the Council itself as members
at large. The Council maintains a paid executive staff and conducts

a continuous campaign for subscriptions. Its collections, constituting
the Alumni Fund, are paid directly into the treasury of the Univer

sity. From this fund the Board of Trustees of the University an

nually makes an appropriation for such purposes as it may choose.

CORNELL UNIVERSITY ATHLETIC

ASSOCIATION

The University Faculty controls the conduct of athletic games and
contests by virtue of its disciplinary jurisdiction over the students of
the University. The Faculty's Committee on Student Affairs

approves or disapproves schedules of games, grants or withholds

leave of absence from Ithaca, and prescribes rules of eligibility, holding
the undergraduate manager of any team responsible for enforcing
those rules. The students themselves conduct their sports and their

intercollegiate dealings, being organized in the Cornell University
Athletic Association. An Athletic Council, composed in largepart of

undergraduate students and including advisers drawn from the

Faculty, the Board of Trustees and the alumni, governs the affairs

of the association.

The Cornell University Athletic Association was incorporated in

1889, under the laws of the State of New York, for "the promotion of

the social, gymnastic, and athletic interests of Cornell
University."

The association has a board of six trustees which controls the corpora

tion's property. These trustees are elected by the undergraduate

members of the Athletic Council, four of them from the Faculty, one
from the Board of Trustees of the University, and one from among the

resident graduates. The Athletic Council is composed of these six

trustees of the corporation and about twenty other persons. The

undergraduate captains and managers of all the university teams

under the association's direction are members of the Council, and the
undergraduate "wearers of the

C"

elect one of their number a mem

ber. Eight resident members of the University's staff, whether of

instruction or of administration, are elected to membership in the

Council by the undergraduate members, these eight in addition to the
six trustees. Any club of Cornell alumni, wherever it be situated,

may elect one of its number a member of the Council, but if there are
present at a meeting more than three alumni members so elected

they have only three votes among them. The Council elects a

graduate salaried manager of athletics and he ex officio is one of its

members. The Council employs coaches.

Alumni Field is a 5 5-acre section of the campus which the Board of

Trustees in 1902 appropriated to the students for athletic recreation.

Thirty-five acres of the lot are unfenced playing fields open to all.

The Athletic Association uses the rest of it, having a football field, a
baseball field, and a quarter-mile cinder track, with appropriate

stands and buildings. The Schoellkopf Memorial Building, the gift of
an alumnus in memory of Henry Schoellkopf of the Class of 1902,

houses the association's offices and contains dressing rooms, showers,
etc. The football field and track were equipped by members of the

Schoellkopf family as a memorial of Jacob F. Schoellkopf. Many
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of the University's alumni contributed to meet the cost of grading,

draining, and otherwise fitting these fifty-five acres of playground.

Besides managing the playgrounds on the campus, the Athletic

Association owns and operates a boathouse and its equipment of

racing boats and motor launches on the Cayuga Inlet, and, in the

winter, provides conveniences for skaters on Beebe Lake, where it

conducts a clubhouse and restaurant. The association sells an annual

membership ticket for ten dollars. Members are admitted to all

games and privileges under the association's management and have

first choice of reserved seats.
